ORDER

Many Members of Kerala Legislative Assembly has pointed out their
difficulties to follow up the works in their constituencies as Roads/Bridges ih the
constituencies are not fully contained in a single Section or the Section Offices in
their constituencies. To overcome this difficulty Government have decided to
delimit the Section Offices of PWD (Rbads and Bridges} wing in such a way that
every Assembly Constituenci/ has at least one Section Office of Roads and Bridges
Wing of PWD

2 With this end in view NATPAC was entrusted to conduct a study and

submit report to Government. Accordingly, NATPAC submitted the report vide



)

letter read as # paper above.The_main aim of the study was to delimit the Section
offices of the Roads and Bridges wing of PWD in Kerala with fhe help of the
Geographical Information Systgm (GIS) software and reallocation of the
jurisdiction of Assistant Engineers based on Assembly Constituencies. This will
help the People's representatives and the general public to understand the
juri;diction of the Assistant Engineers.They also can monitor the works in liajson
with the Assistant Engineers. The jurisdiction once defined properly will help in
efficient administration of each and every Road Section falling under the Public
Works Department.

3. As the report of NATPAC involved creation of posts Chief Engineer
(R;ads and Bridges ) was asked to submit a report in this regard involving shifting
of Sections from where it is found excess and without the liability of creation of
posts. Accordingly the Chief Engineer has identified the excess Sections that can
be shifte.d from the Districts where there are h'lore than one section and ailso
suggested merging of sections according to road length. There are no Roads
Section Offices in Assembly Constituencies such as Thavanur, Vengara,
Vaiiikkunnu, Thanur,Eranadu in Malappuram District, Pattambi in Palakkad District,
Dharmadam in Kannur District and Kalamassery in Ernakulam District. Hence he
has proposed that the excess Section Offices identified may be re-organized in
such away thatevery assembly constituency has atleast one Section of Roads and
Bridges wing of PWD.

4. Government have examined the proposal in detail and are pleased to

arrange the PWD Section offices in such a way that every assembly constituency



has at least one Section of Roads and Bridges wing of PWD by effecting the

following re-organization of the existing sections with re-deployment of the

existing staff and without creation of additional posts:-
