A sale deed registered in favour of me along with the brother
Sri. Joshy K. George at Kazhakoottam Sub Registrar Office by one
Smt. S. Gomathi Amma on 26/04/2014 as document No. 1800/2014. The total extend
of land comprised in Survey No. 145 of block 17 of Attippra Village was 20.25
(50 cents) Ares and the fair value fixed for the said land was 1,00,000/- per ares by
revenue authorities (per cent 40,000/~ only). The sale amount of Rs. 25,00,000/-
(Twenty five lakhs only) being the consideration shown in the document, which is Rs.
4,48,000/- higher than the fair value fixed for the aid land by the revenue authorities
and transaction made through RTGS to the executant. Sub Registrar, ongoing through
the document presented by me, examining the executants regarding the authc;rity and
allied matters and after verification of fair value of the land and the stamp duty borne
in the instrument, registered the document. It may also be noted that, since the Sub

Register was fully satisfy regarding the value of UV steps were initiated.

Now vide reference, I have been severed by a notice intimating that an amount
of Rs. 1,60,000/- (One lakh sixty thousand only) being the deftect amount of the said
document (1,20,000/- being S.D and 40,000/- being R.F). In the said notice it is seen
that the notice was issued based on the direction of 1.G Registration as per Order No.
GRC (3) 5770/2018 dated 22/04/2019. These proceedings are contrary to provision of

law.

T would submit that these proceedings are arbitrary and biased and based on
ulterior motives. I may also state that you have not raised any allegations or evidences
in the said notice to prove that the document is undervalued. In this connection, it may
also be noted that no remarks were given in Sl. No. 10 on the form 1A report attached
with the said notice. It is pertinent to note that you yourself, after relaying on the
factual report submitted by Sub Registrar Kazhakoottam detailing that the document
was not seen undervalued and comes under the category of 45A of the Kerala Stamp
Act, reported to IG of Registration as No. UV/5637/18 on 10/10/2018. Form this, it is
clearly evident that you are fuily aware about the notice issued by you has no locus
st_andi. The notice cited ref. is issued without proper authority seeking to affix an
increased duty to a properly and sufficiently stamped document, that too much higher

than the fair value. The issuance of notice is a gross abuse of process of law.

It is to be seen that this notice is issued with malafides is violation of
provisions of law. Same is a result of attempt to tamish my good name. Previously,
even a complaint was preferred before the vigilance department regarding the same

transaction and even then the same was discarded.

These all facts prove that there was no undervaluation in the document. In the
above circumstances, | request your goodself to kindly consider my explanation
detailed above, all further proceedings pursuant to the notice cited ref. may be

set-aside in the interest of justice,

Against Ext.P2 notice issued by the 4% respondent, the petitioner
has preferred Ext.P4 objection and the limited prayer at this stage is for
a direction to the 4" respondent to adjudicate the matter pursuant to
Ext.P2 notice before proceeding against the petitioner through any
coercive steps for recovery of alleged differential stamp duty.

2. I have heard the learned counsel appearing for the
petitioner as also the learned Government Pleader appearing for the
respondents.

On a consideration of the facts and circumstances of the case as
also the submissions made across the bar, | dispose the writ petition with
a direction to the 4* respondent to consider Ext.P4 objection preferred
by the petitioner to Ext.P2 notice, and thereafter. adjudicate the issue
after hearing the petitioner, within a period of three weeks from the date
of receipt of a copy of this judgment. It is made clear that till such time
as orders are passed by the 4™ respondent as directed and the ordér
communicated to the petitioner, no coercive steps for recovery of
differential stamp duty shall be pursued as against the petitioner.
