It was also directed to place on record how many
children were sent back and with their details of name, identity etc.  This affidavit
ie filed in pursuance to the above direction and reserving the right of thus

respondent to file detailed coun ter afficavit if found necessary.



5 it Is submitted that, on 24.05.14 at about 2 pm 455 children in the age
croup of 4 to 14 reached at c5lakkad Junction Railway Station from Jharkhand and
ﬂBihaz.f along with 43 others (33 men and 10 ladies). Since most of the children
| Were without proper travel pekets and other legal documents for travelling,
Raitway Pofice took thedi under the control and kept them in Railway dormitory
and infbrmed the District Coliecter, Social Justice Officer, and the Chairman of Child

weifare Committee, Palekkad .

Officer and Child Weifare Comimittee, consisting of its Chairman reached at the

5. In pursuance to the said direction, all these 455 children were shifted to
Iyothi Nilayam on 24.085.14 at shout 7 pm. On 25.05.14 at about 10 am, 155
chiidrer were shifted to nearby Government Children Home and Mahila Mandirar
cituated in the next compound of Jyothi Nilayam. On 25.05.14, the Child Welfare
Committee, Palakkad District vide —proceedings No. CWC/P/747/14 ordered to

transfer 88 boys and 68 girls (total 156) to CWC, Kozhikode. On the very same day

at about 4 pm, the aforesaid 156 children who were holding 1D cards of Mukkam
Orphenage were produced before the Child Welfare Committee, Kozhikode in 3
buses with sufficient police security. The District Collector, the Chairman of the
Crild Welfare Committee and Social Justice Department Officer Palaikad also
accompanied these children to Kozhikede while they were hénding over to the
Child Weilfare Committee, Kozhikade and accommodated at Government Children’s
Home, Kozhikede. Thereafter as per proceedings No. CWC/365/14 dated 27.05.14,
the CWC, Kozhikode ordered to release these 156 children to Mukkam Musiim

Orphanage and they were taken to Mukkam Muslim Orphanage by the authorities,



since they are the inmates of Mukkem Muslim Orphanage and studying in the

Institution under the Orphanece.

Accordingly, on 29.05.14 e
chittren (54 boys and 22 Giris) veere proguced before the CWC(C, Kozhikode O
rrocuction of these children, they were ordered to be kept in Governmeani
Chidirer’s Home for Bovs and =overnment Children’s Home for Girls, Calicut
respzclivery. Thereafter on 04.06 .14, the CWC, Calicut vide different proceedings
CWE No B36/14 dt, 4.6.14, £159/i4, CWC 560/14, CWC N0.564/14, CWC 624/14,
CHE E20/14 and CWC 538/14 crdered to release 7 children with their parent 5,
since they found the genuineness cf f parents. On 06.06.14 CWC, Kozhikode again
ordered 1o release 10 children alo ng with their parents t‘avrm found their
Geniineness. Thereafter, on the same day, CWC, Kozhikode vide proceedings No.
3E85/14(1) relecsed ‘37 boys and 14 girls (totai 51) to Mukkam Muslim Orphanage
afizr vel rifying the documents and convincing that they are the inmates and
stucants of Mukkam Mustim Orphanage. On 06.06.14 itself these children were
taken to Mukkam Musiim Of‘phahagei |
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8. Thereafter, on 08.06.14, the CWC, Kozhikode vide proceedings No.
365/14, 365/14/(1), 365/14/(2), 365/14/(3) ordered to hand over 4 children to their
parents. Again vide proceedings No. CW(/365/14 dated 13.06.14, CWC, Kozhikode
ordered to release 5 children to their parents. Accordlngly they were taken to their

home land.

9. As per Proceedings No. CWC 365/14 dated 16.06.14, the CWC, Kozhikode
ordered to transfer 2 boys and 7 girls to CWC, Godda District, Jharkhand since no’

parents were present. On 17.06.14, these children were taken in Ernakulam ~
Patha Express from Palakkad Junction to Jesidh Junction, Jharkand. They were

accompanied by Officers from Social Justice Department and the Police

Department.

10. From the remaining 213 children who are at Pafakkad 46 children (21
boys and 25 girls) were released with their parents by various proceedmgs of

CWC Palakkad issued on 31.05.14 after proper verification of records. All these 46
children were taken handed over to parents. '

11. It is submitted that after releasing the children as stated above, the

remaining number of children as on 02.06.14 in Palakkad were 167. Qut ot the
same, 33 children from Jharkand were released (8 boys and 25 girls) with their

parents vide various proceedings dated 02.06.14 to 06, 06.14 after verification. The
District Collector has supervised the releasing procedure. Therefore, the balance

number of children who in Palakkad were 134.  Thereafter, on 09.06.14, 2 Bihari
Childrenr(l boy and 1 girl) were released with their parents. On 09.06.14 itself,
119 children from Jharkand (47 boys and 72 girls) who were not having valid
documents and whcse parents were not present were taken to Jharkand by
chartering 2 Special AC III tier .Coaches attached to Ernakulam - Patna Express,
from Palakkad Junction to Jasidh Junction at Jharkhand. They were ordered to be
produced before the CWC, Gudda District of Jharkhand as per Proceedlngs No. CWC

P,/747/14 date.d 09.06.14. They were accompanied by 17 officials (4 from District
Administration, Palakkad - 2 Deputy Tahsildars, 1 Revenue Inspector and 1 Senior
Clerk) 5 from Secial Justice Department, Palakkad - (1 Senior ‘Superintendent, 1
Probationary Officer, 1 Clerk, 2 Anganwadi Teachers) 8 Police Officials (1 ma_le
Sub inspector, 4 Women Police Constables, 3 male civil police officers — tota' 17).
Aicne with them 6 Jharkand Officials, including 1 Pediatrician have aiso
accon‘apanie'd them. |

- 12. It is submitted that the Dnstrtct Collector, Palakkad has supervised -

enl:re procedure from the very beglnnmg in order to ensure their saféty of the

chifdren. These children were reached in Jasidh Junction,'Jharkand on 11.06.14

at about 7 pm. The Officials handed over these 119 children to the CWC, Godda
District of  Jharkand with proper verification in the presence of District

Administrative Officers of Godda District. However, the officials have not reached
back so far.

13. Tt is also submitted that in the case of remaining 13 Bihari children
véhio are in Palakkad CWC, Palakkad vide Proceedings CWCP/747/14 dated 17 6.14
ordered to produce them before CWC, Patna since no parents or guardians were
present.  They have been re!easéd and shifted to Patna on 17.6.14 in Ernakulam-
Patnz Express along with sufficient security personnel and other responsible State

Government Officials, An Officer form Bihar Government also accompanying with
them. |

15. Likewise, on 25.05. 14' on the basis of the reliable information received,

123 children (all boys) from West Bengal were intercepted by Railway Police,

cn e vai
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palakkad. As in the earlier case, since certain children were not having proper
ticke s, the Railway Police, Palakkad took them under their custody and- kept them
in the Railway Dormitory and informed the Child Welfare Commiittee, Palakkad, the

Distrirt Collector, Palakkad and the District Social Justice Officer, Palakkad. Out of |

the cpove 123 children, 64 of them were returning to the Orphanage as oid

ctucents and 59 children were new comers. AmMoNg them only 93 had travel

tickets. Therefore, the Railway Police took controf of the children and after .

providing food and drinks, they were accompanied 1n the Raﬂway dormitory

attzched under police control.  On 26.05.14, these 123 chlldren were produced' '_
before the CWC, Palakkad and the CWC Palakkad vide proceedings ‘No. 748/14 -

56.5.14 decided to transfer all these 123 children to CWC, Malappuram

Accordingly these 123 children were taken to CWC, Malappuram by evenlng in twc

buses with proper police protection. Pending enquiry, CWC, Malappuram v:de _ordex

Ne.CWC 136/14 dated 26.5.2014 directed to keep these children in Chitdren Home,
Thrissur since there is no sufficient accommodation available in Chilrdren Home,
Malappuram. Accordingly, these children’s were taken to Thrissur and they -reached
Thirissur on 27.5.14 at 1.30AM. On 28.5.14 the CWC, Thrissur shifted 19 children
Irshadul Muslim Orphanage, Azhtkode, Kodungalilur, 34 children to Noorul Hudda
Orphanage, Cheruthuruthy, 21 children to Shaheed Faizal Orphanage, Vatanappally,
15 children to Cheraman Malik Manzii Orphanage, Kodungallur, 12 children at CH
Muhammed Koya Memorial Orphanage, Vatanappally and retained 22 children at
Government Children’s Home, Thrissur. Thereafter, vide proceedings in 1A 2/5/14
- CWC No.136/14 dated 30.5.14, the CWC, Malappuram ordered to release 64
ch%ldrén to Anvarul Huda Complex , Vettathur since it was found these children
were studying there and 59 children to the Headmaster, AMUPS, Vettathur.

Accordingly, they were taken to Anvarul Huda orphanage and AMUPS oh 2.6.14.

On 4.6.2014 CWC, Malappuram as per interim order in IA No.2/6/14 in CWC 136/14
ordered for short term placement of these children in AMUP School, Vettathur.

rThéreafter vide ;;foceedings in IA No.4/6/14 in 1A No.2/5/14 in CWC No.136/14,-
CWC, MalappUram ordered to handover 59 children with their parents. It was also
ordered to keep in AMUP S till their repatriation. In pursuance to the same , on
15.6.2014 57 children were taken to Malda District in West Bangal by their parents
and guardians in Vivek Express starting from Kanyakumari to Dibrugar. Officers
from Social Justice Department, Polite Personnel and Officers from West Bengal,

including District Child Protection Officer and Special JuVani[e Police Officer also

accompanied them. Expenses - of these journey was met by the Governm‘ent of

~Kerala, Two chiidren were handed over to parents by CWC, Malappuram on 4.6.14
and they were handed over to parents.

16. List showing the 123 children came from- West Benga! is produced

herewith and the same may be marked as Annexuret R2(c) List showing the |

detaiis where placed these children from 24.5.14 onwards is produced herewith and
the same may be marked as Annexure R2(d).

17. A summary of statement showing “the present position of

accommoadation, repatriation and handing over of the children to parents are

produced herewith and the same may be marked as Annexure R2(e). It is
submitted that the original records secured from the Chiid Werfare Committee,

Palakkad, Malappuram, Thrissur and Kozhikode will be produced along with a memo

separately. It is also submitted that the actual number of students who were )

intercepted is 578,

18. Regarding the present stage of the investigation, it is reported that on
the basis of the mformatron that the children are brought from various States to
Kerala on 24.05.14 in Train No. 16310 Patna —Erriakulam Express, the Sub
Inspector of Police, Railway Police Staticn, Palakkad along with other Police
Officers from the Local, RPF and Intelligence intercepted. On verification of the

documents for the travelling of children to the State, the persons who accompanied
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them could not produce any valid travel documents. Among the children, certain
children were having the Identity Cards of Mukkam Orphanage and accordingly,
455 children were handed over to Child Welfare Committee, Palakkad, rescuing one
chitd to her parents who was present in the train. Thereafter, Crime No. 48/2014
was registered on 25.05.14 by the Railway Police, Palakkad under Section 370(5) of
Indian Penal Code. (1) Abdul Hadi Ansari,.aged 32/14,‘ S/o0 Hafeej, Ghose,

Hakkim Sha Muhammed Line, Chamba Nagar Village, Nath N‘agar, 'Bhagaloqr, Bihar

(2) -Muhammed Alamghir, aged 24/14, S/o Muhammedebrahim, Chathi Village,
Dhowrayya Police Station, Bhakka District, Bihar (3) Muhammed Idris, Aalam, aged

31/14, S/o Muhammed Bhadharudheen, Urdha Dhamériyya, Viswas Ghani P.O, -

Mahakkanna Police Staticn, Parathiyya, Ghossa District, Jharghand and (4) Moulana
Faijaiulla, aged 26/14, S/o Muhammed Ansarulla, Chambanalla, Nthi Nagar Police
Station, Bhagalpur, Bihar were arrested by the Police on 25.05.14 itself, While thea
investigation is going on, as per the order No. D7/53974/2014 dated 28.05.14 of

the State Police Chief, the investigation was entrusted with CBCID Palakkad and the

Crime was re-numbered as Crime No. 90/Cr/OCWIII/Pkd/14 by ADGP Crimes vide
Order D7/8777/CR/2014 dated 02.06.14.

19. Likewise, in connection with the travelling of children from West Bengal
Crime No. 49/14 was registered by the Railway'Pofice, Paiakkéd under Section
370(5) of Indian Penal Code and following persons were arrested. (1) Manzoor,
age 43/14, S/o Sonardhi, Rughmani Mousa, Manik Nagar, Bilaimari, Ratwa, Malsa,
West Bengal (2) Backer, aged 49/14, Dhavood, Uthar Thakshar Gram, Mouja
Thalshar, Harichandpur , Malsa, West Bengal, (3) Ghosh Muhammed, aged 22/14,
S/0 Nasarin, Norpara, Rannur, Maisa', West Bengal (4) lahir, aged 48/14, S/o
Farijidheen, Hajorathipur, Chanjal, Malsa, West Bengal. However,_thé investigation
of the crime was handed over to Crime Branch, Palakkad asﬂ. per- Order No.
07/53974/2014 dated 28.05.14 of the State Poiice.Chief and accordingly the crime
wes renumbered by ADGP Crimes as Crime No. 91/Cr/OCw I1I/Pkd/14 vide Order
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No. D7/8836/CR/14 on 02.06.14.  In Pursuance to the - same, ‘the further
investigation of these cases were taken up by the Crime Branch, consisting a team
headed by Deputy Superintendent of Police R, Sudhakara Pillai_, Organised Crime
Wing (OCW) III,‘ Palakka'd and 4 détective inspectaré', 1 bétecti{};a Sub Inspector, 2
Detective Assistant Sub Inspecter ( DASIs), 6 Grade Detective Sub Inspector
(DSIg), 5 Senior Civil Palice Officer (SCPOs), 2 Civil Police Officers  (CPOs), 1

Woman Sub Inspector (WSI) and 3 (Women Civil Police Offider) WCPOs under the

close supervision of Superintendent of Police, CBCID, OCW-I1I, Palakkad. -

20. Detective Inspectors Sri. Premachandran and Sri.Abdul Basheer and
party conducted investigation at Mukkam, Manassery Orphanages in Kozhikode
District and Government Childrer’s home Vellimadukunnu and Sri. M.Krishnam,
Detective Inspector and party conducted investigation at Pezhumkara Noorul Huda
Charitable Trust Orphanage, Palakkad, where the victim children in the first Crime
was housed. Detective Inspector Sri. C.Vijayakumaran and party cohductéd
investigation at Anwarul Hudha Orphanage at Vettathuir_, Maiap’buram district,
where 123 victims in second crime were housed.

21. As a part of investigation, the team has questioned 101 childrer: and 25
parents from Jharkand, 41 children and one pareht from Bihar and 68 children and

42 parents from West Bengal.' In addition to this 41 officials and other witnesses

Were 2'sc questioned and recorded their statements, During the investigation, .

search was conducted in the premises of Mukkam Orphanage and Vettathur
Anwarui Huda Complex Orphanage on 05.06.14. The documents related to the 169

all these documents were suspected to be férged documents. Similarly 58 Adhar
cards and 11 identity cards of children were collected fro Child welfare Committee,
Palakkad, 82 application forms of children from Mukkam Orphanage and 5
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application forms from Anwarul Hudha Orphanage, Vettathur, Mobile phone from
Ab Sheffedue Sheik, 20 Ra'iiway'tickets from Vettathur Orphanage, admission
register and recognition certificate from Vettathur O'rphanage, list of chi!dren from
AMUP School, Vettathur and AE Office Melathur, one Government order from Socia
Welfare Department, Audit reports for the year 2010-2011, 2011-2012 and 2012-
2013 with respect to Mukkam Muslim Orphanage and Audit Report fo_r the year
2011-2012 and 2012-2013 of - Manassery Muslim Orphénage, Adhar cards of 5

students of Mukkam Muslim Orphanage LP School, Excess fare ticket receipts from |

the Divisional Head Quarters Office, Palakkad Railway Junction, were also seized
under seizure mahazar, The ‘s‘_catements u/s 164 CrPC were got recorded by the

Chief Judicial Magistrate, Patakkad in respect of 4 children from Bihar, 3 chitdren -

from Jharkand and 4 children from west Bengal respectively. Certain children were
brought to Kerala without Train tickets. As a part of investigation the records
regarding remittance of fine, Reservation chart etc, were also seized. The Strength

statement of children and staff of Mukkam Muslim LP School and Mukkam Muslim

LP School, Nellikkunnu, which comes under Mukkam Orphanage were also collected
for the purpose of investigation. B

22. The main agents behind the incident are A5 Sakkeel Akthar, Age 34, S/o
Ibrahim, Kaipura, Viswambar Chak, Basahdaharay, Godda Districf, Jharkand and A6
Shafeek Shaik Age 30 S/o Islam Shaik Parsiya Village, Roopini P.O, Basandharay PS,
Godda District, Jharkand, in Crime 90/CR/OCW II1/14 were arrested on 04.06.14
and 06.06.14 respectively by the Crime Branch, Another 2 accused Parvesh, aged
35, S/o Kousar Barseeya Village Basandharay Police Station, Godda District,
Jharkand and Muhammed Ghurshid, 24 years, S/O Muhammed_ Naseem, Lokayi
Viilage Lokayi P.O Mahagama Police Station, Godda District, Jharkand who are
known to have arranged  the forged documents for fraveHing of children were also
included in the array of accused in Crime 90/CR/14 as A7 and A8. |
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23. The statements of the accused A1 Abdul Hadi Ansari, A2 Muhammed
Aalamghir, A3 Muhammed Idris Aalam, A4 Moulana Faijalulia, in Crime 90/CR/OCW-
111/14 and Al Manzoor, A2 Ba‘cker, A3 Ghosh Muhammed, ‘A4 Jahir in  Crime
S1/CR/OCW-111/14 were recorded from Special Sub Jail, Pal‘akkad with the
permission of the Court. The main culprits in Crime 90/CR/PKD/14, who arranged
and brought the children are revealed to be A2 Mohammed Almgir and AS Sakeel

Akthar and the arrangements of forged documents were done by A7 Parvesh and

A8 Muhammed Khurshid.

24. The accused Sakkeel Akthar in Crime 90/CR/14 was taken into Police

custody on 10.06.14 for 10 days and he has been taken to Jharkand and Bihar for
cenducting - investigation by a team headed by Sri. Mohanachandran Deputy
Superintendent of Police, OCW-III Sub Unit, Malappuram. The genuineness of
documents is being verified and other evidences are being collected from Jharkanag
and Bihar by the team who has already left Palakkad on 11.06.14. On verfﬁcation
of the documents from Jharkand, it has been revealed that most of the certificates
sa'd to have issued from Jharkand were found to be forged. The Police teamn who
visited Jharkand has arrested A7 Parvesh of Jharkand on 14.06.14 and produced
hirm before the Chief Judicial Magistrate, Godda District and is being brought under
transit warrant. Another team consisting 2 Inspéctor and 4 other officers are being
deputed to West Bengal on 21.06.14 to conduct investigation at West Bengal in
respect of 123 children illegally transported in Cr. 91/CR/OCW-I11/14

25.  The investigation of the crime is being carried out in proper and
effective manner. Taking note of the serlousness of the issue, the investigation
was handed over to Crime Branch, con5|stmg a team of expenenced and efficient

officers and they are investigating of the crime ‘without giving any rooms of
complaints what so ever nature.’
