As per the Government Order read as 3™ above, It is ordered that, for avoiding

inordinate delay in implementing NABARD RIDF projects, from Tranche XXVI|
onwards, all implementing departments should recommend and submit proposals with
Technical Sanction along with other required documents, for consideration of
NABARD, vide decision of meeting read as second paper above. In the meeting read
as fourth above, the Departments pointed out the inconvenience in obtaining Technical
Sanction while submitting Detailed Project Reports and requested clarification in the
matter. As per the decision taken in the meeting read as fourth paper above, Govt are
pleased to order the following clarifications for NABARD RIDF projects.

1. The estimate of projects should be prepared in Price1.0 / Price 3.0 as the
case may be, based on DSoR 2018, for the time being.

. 2. In the case of Local Self Government Department, Irrigation Department,
Kerala Water Authority, Public Works Department and Harbour Engineering
Departments which are following Price 3.0 software for estimate preparation, will
generate Provisional Technical Sanction number through Price 3.0, and submit
proposals accordingly. Ali other Depaitments/projects which are not yet switched over
to Price 3.0, shall submit Detailed Project Report along with a Provisional Technical

Sanction taken manually for the time being.



3. Provisional Technical Sanction for NABARD RIDF projects can be issued,
before issuing Administrative Sanction, in order to forward the projects to NABARD, fcr
approval.

4. After NABARD has approved the projecté, Provisional Technical Sanction
should be converted into Technical Sanction with same/ reduced amount as the case
may be, within 15 days of receipt.

5. Above procedure is applicable for NABARD RIDF Projects only.

As per reference read as 1% paper above, Government had issued guidelines for the
implementation of NABARD RIDF Scheme: The guidelines prescribed that the cost of NABARD-
RIDF projects from 2018-19 would be mare than Rupees Ten lakh and the project cost should
not be below Rupees Five Crore under any circumstances. In the Budget speech 2022-23, the
Hon'ble Minister for Finance has declared that NABARD-RIDF scheme would give priority for
the implementation of Mega Projects with an estimate cost of Rs.100 crore or more, which has
more probability of commercial sucess and income assurance than the smaller projects. It is
also very imperative to have bigger value project for economic impact and faster utilization of
fund.

In the circumstance, Govt are pleased to order that from the next financial year
pnwards, the minimum project cost for NABARD- RIDF projects will be Rs.25 Crore and projects
below this minimum project cost of Rs. 25Crore will not be eligible for project funding from the
MABARD-RIDF Scheme. '
