As per the Government order read above procedures for implementing
infrastructure developments in the State by availing financial assistance from KIIFB were
issued.

Over Bridges (ROBs), 20 Bypasses and 13 Fly Overs/ Underpasses for a total amount °
1005 Crore for Administrative Sanction, as part of arranging infrastructure development
works using funds from Kerala Infrastructure Investment Fund Board (KIIFB) during the
current financial year.

2. Government have examined the proposal in detail and are pleased to accord
Administrative Sanction for the works in the list appended, for a total amount of * 1005
Crore (Rupees One Thousand Five Crore) for availing funds under Kerala Infrastructure
Investment Fund Board (KIIFB).

3. The Roads and Bridges Development Corporation Ltd (RBDCK) will prepare
DPRs for the aforesaid works. The DPRs will be prepared with new technologies and
with new road planning as already envisaged. These DPRs will be prepared on need
based and there should be objectivity and proper application of mind by the field
Engineers while preparing the DPR.

4. The RBDCK will be the Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) for executing these
works. The RBDCK will submit the DPRs so prepared before KIIFB for necessary
approval for allocation of fund for the projects.

In the revised Budget speech 2016-17, Government had announced 2 Railway Over
Bridge at Chirayinkeezhu in Thiruvananthapuram District as a project funded by KIFB.
Administrative Sanction for the project was accorded entrusting execution of the work to the
Roads and Bridges Development Corporation of Kerala [RBDCK] Lid, vide Government Order
read above.

The related Detailed Project Report, subsequently submitted by the Roads and Bridges
Development Corporation of Kerala [RBDCK] Ltd was verified for adherence 1o KIFB
stipulations and appraised for compliance, as per GO(Ms) No.315/16/Fin daied 08.8.2016 and
was found io satisfy all the technical and financial parameters insisted upon by KHFB.

The Appraisal Report was placed in the 3rd meeting of the KIIFB Executive Commiftee

for its consideration and approval, abiding by the 26" Board Meeting's decision that funding
approval up to and including Rs.10C crore in cases of Projects without Revenue streams would
be the prerogative of the Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee that met on the 2510 of August 2017, after considering the
proposal approved the project, thereby according sanction for funding the project PWD005-04
Railway Over Bridge at Chirayinkeezhu in Thiruvananthapuram District. toc be implemented
by the Roads and Bridges Development Corporation of Kerala [RBDCK] Ltd; limiting the
proposed outlay to Rs.25.08 Crore agzinst the original proposed of Rs.26.21 crore with the
following stipulations:

1. The tripartite agreement, as per KIiFB stipulations shall be entered into, after which Technical
Sanction shall be mandatorily issued by the TS authority.

2. The detailed estimate submitted shall be reviewed by the TS authority considering the
relevance of Cost Index and adherence of the latest PRICE schedule. The applicability and
correciness of items under Detailed Cost Estimates is the responsibility of the TS authority.



3. The cost provisions for work alone shall be utilized for execution of work. The savings or
anticipated savings from Land Acauisition, shifling of utilities etc. if zny, shall not be
reappropriated for meeling expenditure of work proper.

4, The SPV has o ensure that all necessary / statutory clearances {inciuding those from
Railways) are cblained before award of contract.

5. While entrusting the maintenance activities to the contractor, SPV shall be ensure that the
obligation under defect liability is performed without any additional cost.

Government, through the Budget Speech 2016-17 had announced a main project "Construction of
18 Road Over Bridges/Road Under Bridges”. Subsequently, Administrative sanction issued vide
Government Order read 1 above designated Roads and Bridges Development Corporation of
Kerala Limited (RBDCK) as the Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) for executing the project at a total

cost of Rs 365 Crores vide read 15! above. Subsequently FS was issued for the 10 ROB's on an
individual basis for a total cost of Rs. 289.89 Crores (inclusive of Land acquisition and Utility shifting)

in Tranche 2 & 3 of the 28" and 29" board of KIIFB respectively vide proceedings issued read as 2
to 5 above.

Later vide Government Order read as 6 above it was decided to use steel composite structures for
the 10 ROB. It was decided to tender the Railway Over Bridges as a single package and to prepare
a new tender document for the work. Accordingly, proceedings were issued vide read as 7 above

for clustering of 10 ROB projects in respect to the decision placed at the 38" General Body KIIFB.
In which it was decided that a consultant engaged under TRC with assistance from IIT Madras shall
aid RBDCK in the design, tender document, and various implementation procedures. Further
estimates were prepared by TRC in consultation with IIT Madras for a total project outlay of
Rs.222.79 Crores, which was forwarded to RBDCK.

Revised DPR based on the change in design due to steel composite structures were submitted for
total project outlay of Rs. 222.79 Crores which is within the approved financial sanction of Rs.
289.89 Crores, Hence the funding sanction is hereby accorded for the project PWD005-06 —
Construction of 10 Nos Road over bridges across Kerala with steel concrete continuous composite
super structure on Design, Build and Transfer Mode for a total outlay Rs. 222,79,12,237.00 (Two
hundred Twenty Two crore Seventy-Nine Lakh Twelve Thousand Two Hundred Thirty-Seven Only)
provided SPV shall comply all the conditions stipulated vide read as 7 above.

The KIIFB Project ‘PWD005-06: 'Construction of 10 Nos Road Over Bridges across Kerala with
Steel concrete continues composite super structure on Design, Build and Transfer Mode' was

approved for funding vide proceedings read 15! above for a total amount of Rs. 222,79,12.237/- with
RBDCK as SPV .

Later SPV has proposed a sub project revision, necessitated due to tender excess, GST change in
existing contract value and descoping of the work from the contractor on pro-rata basis and
estimates for the railway portion to be executed by Railway Authority which was approved vide order

2"9 read above, and the total outlay of the project is increased to Rs.2,81,50,33,804/-

In 10 ROBs, the alignment of Chelari - Chettipadi ROB, was overlapped with the proposed
Silverline alignment, GAD approval from Railway was delayed and got approval recently. Due to this
delay and the considerable increase in the cost of steel, contractor was not ready to continue with
this work with the same rate. So construction of Chelari-Chettippadi ROB” was descoped from the
scope of present contractor and was proposed to tender separately under item rate. In this regard
the TS of the work was prepared by the SPV with revision of DSR and GST for an amount of Rs
29,01,55,867/-

In consideration of the above, the funding sanction for the project PWD005-06: 'Construction of
10 Nos Road Over Bridges across Kerala with Steel concrete continues composite super structure
on Design, Build and Transfer Mode, to be implemented by Roads and Bridges Development
Corporation of Kerala Limited (SPV) stands revised to Rs. 288,47,35,732/- (Rupees Two Hundred
and Eighty Eight Crores Forty Seven Lakhs Thirty Five Thousand Seven Hundred and Thirty Two
only).

While acting on instant orders, SPV shall comply with the conditions mentioned in the order
read above.

Whereas M/s RITES vide their letter no. RITES/RPO/BLR/EKM/10
ROBs/2021/1374 dated 31.01.2024 has recommended that the Extension of time for
completion up 1o 31.01.2024 may be considered without levying Liquidated Damages

based on the detailed delay analysis.

Whereas the Railways had directed that the adjacent span of 9ROBs and the
retaining wall works of 3 ROBs shall be taken up only after the completion of railway

span girder erection.

Whereas the contractor has requested for further extension of time for
completion of work up to 30.06.2024 vide their letter no. SPL/RBDCK/10ROB’s
