ORDER

The Hon'ble Supreme Court as per the order read as second paper above had
appointed a Committee to study the matter regarding the pay and allowances of

judicial officers. The Committee forwarded the Report of the 2nd National Judicial
Pay Commission(NJPC) containing the recommendations on Pay, Pension and
Allowances of the District Judiciary (in 5 volumes). The Committee submitted a
report on the interim relief for the pay to judicial officers. As per the order of
Hon'ble Supreme Court read as third paper above directed all the State
Governments to implement the recommendation of the Committee with effect
from 01.05.2018. In compliance with the order of the Court, Government as per

order read as 4" paper above had granted interim relief to all judicial officers in
District Courts @ 30 % of the basic pay as on 01.01.2016 w.e.f 01.01.2016.

2. The Hon'ble Supreme Court as per the order read as fifth paper above,
accepted the pay structure recommended by Second National Judicial Pay
Commission (SNJPC) and directed that said pay structure should be implemented
with effect from 01.01.2016. The arrears were ordered to be calculated from
01.01.2016 after adjusting the sums paid as interim compensation @ 30% as per
order dated 27.03.2018. It is also ordered to pay the said arrears in three phases as

follows:
1) 25% in cash within a period of 3months;
2) Another 25% to be paid in cash within 3 months thereafter and

3) The balance 50% has to be paid on or before the end of 1 June, 2023.
