Mapper Report issue occurs when there is a
difference in the Quantity distributed as per
the distribution data from our Civil Supplies
department with the distribution statement is
collected by DFPD from National
Informatics Centre.
This is an issue which is faced by states all
over India and it is informed by DFPD that a
correction module can be added in the NIC
portal but this technical move needs the
connivance of cabinet sanction. We are
awaiting such Central govt. Cabinet
Sanction. Supplyco has intimated to rectify
this error in the many meetings held with
DFPD,GOI.

b) Account Cut @ 7%
Account Cut Issue

Since Supplyco is the nodal agency on
behalf of GOK, the final accounts of
Supplyco should be audited and be
submitted within 12 months from the closure
of the Financial year in which the concerned
Kharif Marketing season ends. SUPPLYCO
has taken measures for submission of its
accounts as a result of which it has
completed Statutory Audit upto FY 19-20
and Accounts For the FY 20-21 and 21-22
has been completed, finalisation for the FY
22-23, 23-24 and 24-25 is in progress and is
estimated to be completed shortly.

Meena, Director DFPD, Sh. Tarun Khanna,
Section Officer, DFPD that SUPPLYCO is
the nodal agency on Behalf of Government
of Kerala that does Market Intervention
Operations to stabilise the Inflationary
tendency in the state by providing essential
Consumer Goods at Affordable prices
through its retail stores that accounts to
more than 1500 in Number as on current
date and is also the Nodal Agency for NFSA
Act,2013 for the Government of Kerala as
this is the case, SUPPLYCO is experiencing
slight delay in Finalisation of its accounts

On submission ,they further
asked for the distribution statement of the
excess distribution quantity.
Since this excess distribution spans across
Q3 which elapsed on December we are
instructed from DFPD to submit the Q2
quarterly claim along with Q3 claim so that
August month claim will be released as
communicated from DFPD.
