JUDGMENT

The above writ petition has been filed seeking the following
reliefs:

“l. Call for records connecting Exts.P1 to P12 from the
respondents concerned.

ii. Call for Ext.P6 from 5" respondent and issue writ of
certiorari to quash the same.

iii. Issue writ of mandamus directing the respondents 1 to
5 to implement Exts.P5 decision and P10 to return the land to the
member tribes including the petitioners belonging to 420 families
coming under Western Ghat Development Scheme, 1975.

iv. Issue writ of mandamus directing the respondents to
return Exts.P11, P12 like pattaya form issued by Special Tahsildar
for Assigned of Vested Forest Land, Mannarkkad and 3"
respondent respectively along with the land to the concerned tribes.

v. Issue writ of mandamus directing respondents 1 to 5 to
return the land to the persons like the petitioners belonging to 420
families coming under Western Ghat Development Scheme, 1975.”

2. The grievance raised by the petitioners, who belong to

Scheduled Tribes, residing in Attappady, is against the non resumption of

land extending around 5 Acres allotted to each of them by the 1%
respondent taken over by the 5™ respondent for collective farming. It is
averred that under the Western Ghat Development Scheme, 1975, for
rehabilitating tribes, 1043 Hectares of revenue land was allotted to 3 tribal
communities, namely, Irula, Kurumba and Mudukas, residing in Attappady
Block. The 5" respondent Society was formed with the exclusive
membership to the said three tribal communities for collective farming and
other incidental activities. The 5" respondent Society was registered in the
year 1975 with the object of undertaking collective farming on land in
possession of the Society to enrich economic, social and cultural life of the
members of the Society. The Society has ‘A’ Class membership
numbering 816, out of 420 families of tribes confined to Irula, Kurumba
and Mudukas, residing within the area of operation of the 3™ respondent
Society in Attappady Taluk. And Class ‘B’ membership was set apart to
the State Government, State Co-operative Bank, Central Co-operative
Bank, Statutory Board and Corporations. As per Clause 7(1)(b) of Ext.P1
bylaws of the Society of the 5" respondent, every ‘A’ Class member has to

work in the farm or in other activities of the Society for a minimum period
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as decided by the Society from time to time. For the said purpose, the
petitioners’/ancestor’s land had been entrusted/taken over unauthorisedly
by the 5™ respondent to form four farms in Chindakki, Pothuppady,
Karuvara and Varadimala for cultivating various crops. By mortgaging
properties of the petitioners, the office bearers of the 5™ respondent
Society availed a loan of Rs.1,28,64,400/- and as the same was not
repaid, Ext.P2 auction notice calling upon them to remit Rs.2,33,22,815/-
inclusive of interest and penal interest till 15.05.1988. Due to the mass
struggle on the part of the petitioners, the State of Kerala intervened and
settled the entire arrears due to the Co-operative Bank.

3. The father of the 1° petitioner Mari was allotted 4 Acres of
land by the Land Tribunal as per Ext.P3 and the 1% petitioner has got
another 5 Acres of land, that too, as per the order of the Land Tribunal, as
evident from Ext.P4. There is total mismanagement and corruption by the
office bearers of the 5" respondent, which resulted in heavy loss to the
Society leading to registration of criminal cases. Ext.P16 is the audit
certificate issued by the Co-operative Department, which reveals a loss to

the tune of Rs.37,91,62,366/- during the year 2021-2022 and the
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petitioners would rely on Ext.P15, which is the Minutes of the meeting of
the Society, wherein it is decided that appropriate steps will be taken to
see that the salary due for almost four months is disbursed to the tribal
workmen, which reveal that salary has not been paid for months. On the
basis of the same, it is submitted that the Society could not achieve the
purpose of providing substantial objective of economic, social and cultural
growth of the members of the Society, who are belonging to the
Scheduled Tribe community. For return of the land belonging to the tribes
including the petitioners, a meeting was convened and as per Ext.P5 it is
decided that the Society has no objection in returning the land to its
members, subject to any previous orders and follow up action can be
taken on State Government’s decision and the Society is willing to return
the land taken over from its members, subject to the returning of any land
given to the members by the Society etc. Later, on a complaint raised by
the members of the tribal community before this Court, this Court on
administrative side, forwarded the same to the 3" respondent, who in turn,
forwarded the same to the Sub Collector, Ottappalam for taking necessary

action in the matter and a meeting was convened and Ext.P10 report was
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filed, wherein it is decided that the land can be given to the tribals subject
to forfeiting other right over the farm land. The petitioners submit that they
have produced Exts.P11 and P12 pattas issued to the 1* petitioner and
the 3" petitioner and that similar pattas were issued in favour of
petitioners, 4, 10, 11, 12, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, 21, 22 and 23. It is in
these circumstances that the petitioners have approached this Court
aggrieved by the non resumption of land to the petitioners.

4. The learned Counsel for the petitioners submits that the
petitioners had grievance regarding Ext.P6, wherein the land in question
was decided to be allotted or used for farm tourism and that since the said
decision has been called of by the Government, they are not pressing
prayer No.2, which is a challenge against Ext.P6. Petitioners also rely on
Ext.P13, which is the communication issued by Forest Officer to the
Conservator of Forest, regarding the transfer of 79.5000 Hectares of land
and left out area of Karuvara to the Revenue Department for Western
Ghat Development Scheme, 1975, which reveals that the total area
handed over to the Revenue Department would be 1398.8745 Hectares.

5. The learned Government Pleader submits that only around 50

petitioners are before this Court, whereas the land was allotted for several
more of persons and there are around 600 persons working in the farms
under the supervision of the Society and, therefore, the petitioners, who
were only 50 in number, cannot make such a claim for reallocation of their
land without the other persons, who have been allotted land and who are
members of the Society in the party array. The learned Government
Pleader also relied on Ext.R5(a) order issued by the Agriculture (Forest
Special) Department, Government of Kerala, wherein the Vested Forest
Committee had recommended that about 1088.80 Hectares of vested
forest land in Attappady area may be assigned in lease to the trial families
and also the order dated 26.04.1977 by the Agriculture (Forest Special)
Department, Thiruvananthapuram, which also mandates 428.80 Hectares
of vested forest land in the Varadimala area will be assigned on lease to
the landless tribals for forming a co-operative farm. The learned
Government Pleader also relied on Exts.P11 and P12 pattas issued in
favour of the petitioners in this writ petition and submitted that the said
assignment is based on the provisions of the the Kerala Private Forests

(Vesting and Assignment) Act, 1971 [for short, ‘the Act, 1971'] and the
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Rules thereon. The learned Government Pleader would submit that a
perusal of Ext.P11 would reveal that the same has been issued as per
Rule 23 of the the Kerala Private Forests (Vesting and Assignment) Rules,
1974 [for short, ‘the Rules, 1974], which deals with the issuance of a patta
as per the provisions of the Act, 1971 and Rules, 1974. The learned
Government Pleader, relying on Section 10 of the Act, 1971, which deals
with the assignment of private forests, submits that the Government can,
for the promotion of the agriculture and the welfare of the agriculture or
about the purpose ancillary thereto, assign or register of lease to
agriculturists, agricultural labourers, members of Scheduled Castes or
Scheduled Tribes, who are willing to take agriculture as a means of their
livelihood. The learned Government Pleader, relying on Rule, 1974,
submits that such assignment can only be on the recommedation of the
Committee constituted as per Rule 4 of the said Rules. Rule 6 mandates
that the land may be assigned either on registry or on lease as may be
determined by the Government on each case to individual for personal
cultivation. As per Rule 7, the extent of land that may be assigned to an

individual shall be 2 Hectares. Rule 12 mandates that the assignee should
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reside in the said assigned land or personally cultivate the said land. The
learned Government Pleader, relying on Rule 13, which mandates that the
assignee should be a member of a Co-operative Society in certain cases,
which mandates that every assignee shall, if so directed by the assigning
authority, become a member of the joint farming of the Society or other
Co-operative Society already registered or to be registered under the Co-
operative Societies Act for the time being in force and shall not withdraw
from the membership of the Society, except with the previous approval of
the Government or any Officer authorised by the Government in this
regard and going by Rule 13(2), if any assignee does not comply with the
provisions of Rule 1, the assignment in his favour shall be cancelled.
Based on the same and Ext.R5(a) Government Orders dated 03.12.1975
and 26.04.1977, it is the contention of the learned Government Pleader
that the assignment of land to the landless tribal families is for formation of
a co-operative farm under the Western Ghat Development Programme.
Based on which, it is the case of the learned Government Pleader that this
assignment of land as per the provisions of the Act, 1971 and Rule, 1974

is for formation of a Co-operative Farming Society, the 5" respondent
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herein.

6. The learned Counsel for the petitioners would submit that it
may be true that the assignment of land in favour of the petitioners was to
form a Co-operative Society under the Western Ghat Development
Programme and that the 5" respondent Co-operative Society was formed
for the benefit of the tribal community, including the petitioners. But the
document assigning pattas to the petitioners was mortgaged by the
Society for availing loan from a Co-operative Bank and ultimately the
petitioners were issued with a notice for recovery of an amount of about
Rs.2.5 Crores and only due to the intervention by the Government that the
said dues were entirely settled with the Co-operative Bank. The learned
Counsel for the petitioners, relying on Ext.P16, further submits that during
the year 2021-2022 the Society has a total loss of around Rs.37 Crores
and based on Ext.P15, it is submitted that the wages for about four
months is due to be paid to the members of the Society, who belong to the
trial community, including the petitioners. On the basis of the same, it is
the case of the petitioners that there is no purpose or any benefit has

been enured to the members of the tribal community by the functioning of
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the Society and that in Exts.P5 and P10 these aspects were taken into
consideration by the Society and has expressed their willingness to
release the said lands assigned to the tribal communities, including the
petitioners.

7. An important aspect to be noted is that, going by Ext.R5(a)
series of Government Orders, the assignment of land to tribal communities
was for the purpose of creating a Co-operative Farming Society, the 5
respondent herein, which is in consonance with the Rule 13 of the Rules,
1974. But there is a condition in Rule 13 that a member of the said
Co-operative Society, who is an assignee of the land, shall not withdraw
from the membership of the Society without the previous approval of the
Government, which means they could withdraw from the membership with
the previous approval of the Government. Therefore, | am of the opinion
that taken into consideration the present financial situation of the Society
and that wages are due for more than four months as discernible from the
documents produced in this writ petition and that a decision has been
taken by the Society itself as per Exts.P5 and P10 to return back the

allotted lands to the tribal communities, who are the members of the
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Society, | am of the view that the matter requires reconsideration at the
hands of the Government, specifically taking into consideration the
present situation of the tribal communities, who could not be benefited by
the functioning of the 5™ respondent Society, which has been formed
solely for their benefit. Since there is a provision in Rule 13 of the Rules,
1974 that the condition that every assignee of the land should be a
member of the Society could be diluted and any assignee could be
permitted to withdraw from the members of the Society with the previous
approval of the Government, | am of the opinion that the said request of
the petitioners is liable to be considered sympathetically by the
Government.

Therefore, the above writ petition is disposed of as follows:

() The petitioners may make appropriate request in this regard
before the 1% respondent Government expressing their intention to
withdraw from the membership of the 5" respondent Society and
requesting the return of the land and the pattas issued in their favour
within a period of one month from the date of receipt of a certified copy of

this judgment.
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(i) If such a request is made before the 1% respondent
Government, the grievance raised by the petitioners shall be considered
sympathetically and examine as to whether the continuance of the 5"
respondent Society is in the best interest of the members of the
Scheduled Tribes and take a decision in the matter after affording an
opportunity of being heard to the representative of the petitioners and
pass appropriate orders thereon, without any delay, at any rate, within an
outer limit of three months thereatfter.

(iii) While taking a decision as directed above, the 1% respondent
Government shall take into consideration Exts.P5, P10, P15 and P16,
copies of which shall be made available by the petitioners along with the
request to be filed in this regard.
