implemented in the shortest possible time. The primary responsibilities of
the DDC have been specified in that G.O. For effective utilization of the
service of the DDCs, Govexm have decided to assign additional duties
to the DDCs.

2. Having examined the matter in  detail Government are pleased to
assign the following duties and responsibilities to the DDCs in addition to

the primary responsibilities assigned as per the G.O read as 15t above.

i.The committees, mentioned in the Annexure- I, headed/convened by
District Collectors will hereafler be headed by District Development
Commissioners.

ii.DDCs will be incorporated as additional members in the committees
specified in Annexure -II

iii. All the projects/schemes listed in Annexure -IIl will be monitored
by the DDCs.

3. All the committees listed under Annexures I & II are modified to °
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the above extent.

4. All the committees regarding the schemes/projects listed under
Annexure - III constituted by Government Orders will remain unchanged;
but DDCs shall be Invitees to all the meetings conducted to coordinate or
monitor the progress of these projects.

5. The Secretaries concerned will take steps to ensure that DDCs
are incorporated in the committees to be constituted on the development
projects in the Districts.

6. District Collectors shall ensure that the office orders are
sufficiently modified involving DDCs in the file movement based on this
order.

7. DDCs must also focus on the works and projects prioritised by
the District Collectors and Secretaries, in addition to the above list.
