At the outset of the meeting the Hon'ble Minister discussed the decisions
taken in the last meeting. Three Regional Workshops regarding Kerala
protection of River Banks were conducted all over Kerala and the Three
Member Expert Committee inspected the sites and submitted the report. The
report submitted by them was evaluated by the State High Level Committee.
The Additional Chief Secretary, proposed that river protection works should
be mainly based on vegetative protection works. The Committee Members

also agreed with this . After detailed discussions the following decisions
were taken.

1. Priority should be given to the river protection works in 9 rivers namely
Bharathapuzha, Periyar, Chaliyar, Pamba, Kallada, Vamanapuram,
Chandragiri, Karamana and Meenachil.

2. River banks should be strengthened by Vegetative Protection means
instead of Concrete Construction. Side wall protection will be allowed only
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in very essential and damaged portion of the river.
3. Construction of Kadavus/bathing ghats may not be entertained under
RME, since they don't favour any protection or rejuvenation of river This can
be done by utilising funds of Local Self Government Department.

4. Construction of check dams shall not be entertained under River

Management Fund as they can be constructed under Minor Irrigation
Department Works.

5. The District Collectors shall give proper instruction to District Level
Expert Committee to meet at regular intervals and to propose the works based
on the above decisions with proper recommendation.

6. Need and necessity of the Works shall be ascertained by District Level
Expert Committee with the help of technical experts of this field and site
inspection before preparing the proposals.

7. The District collector need not send the proposals without approving
District Level Expert Committee henceforth.

8. In future detailed proposals with estimate should be submitted in template
form with photos, indicating boundaries, survey details etc.

9. A circular shall be issued for giving direction on the above points.
(Action — Revenue (P) Department)

10.  Special consideration must be given to the protection works of rivers,
from which sand mining is permitted.

11. Permission is given to start the work of 4 bridges sanctioned vide G.O
(Rt) No.6032/15/RD dated 19.11.2015 and which were not started yet , by
utilizing the RMF of respective districts. Nirmithi Kendras of the respective
districts will be the nodal agency for implementing the construction.
Concerned District Collectors (Kollam, Ernakulam, Malappuram and
Kannur) should take necessary steps to start the work immediately. ACS

(Revenue) may examine whether the agreement on the remaining four works
be cancelled.
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12. Special Protection Force as envisaged in Section 26A of Kerala
Pratection of River Bank and Regulation of Removal of Sand Amendment
Act of 2013 shall be constituted immediately. ADGP (South Zone) may give
her suggestions on the same.

13. An amount of Rs.10 crores may be transferred from the RMF of
Malappuram District to River Management Fund of Pathanamthitta District
S0 as to meet the expenditure regarding the construction of 5 bridges
sanctioned vide G.O (Rt) No.6032/15/RD dated 19.11.2015. (Action :
District Collector, Malappuram).

14. An amount of Rs.91 lakhs may be transferred from the RMF of
Malappuram to the RMF of Pathanamthitta for passing the pending bills
relating to RMF works other than the works of 5 bridges (Action : District
Collector, Malappuram)

15. Cancellation of the RMF work “Urgent dredging work in Palakkad
river mouth (Azhi) in Ramanthali Panchayath in Kannur District” vide
G.O(Ms) No.349/17/RD dated 20/10/2017 is ratified.

16. Request from District Collector, Kozhikkode , for the ratification of the
purchase of 2 Ford figo vehicles instead of the Bolero sanctioned vide G.O
(Rt) No.4725/14/RD dated 25.09.2014 is approved.

7. As per the decision taken in the last State High Level Committee

ORDER

The Sand Auditing of Gayathripuzha river has been entrusted to the
Consultancy Group for Research and Forecasting (C-Graf), Department of
Future Studies, University of Kerala, Kariavattom as per Government Order read
as Ist and 2nd Paper above. They have carried out the Sand Auditing of
Gayathripuzha river based on the Standard Guidelines provided by the River
Management Centre of ILDM . The data and draft reports submitted by C-Graf
at various stages of the work were scrutinised and verified by the River
Management Centre of ILDM. The Expert Committee Meeting on sand auditing
held at ILDM on 19.12.19 has evaluated the draft report presented by C-Graf
and recommended its final submission.

The Sand Auditing of Gayathripuzha river covered 28kms from
Thrippallur NH Bridge to Confluence with Bharathapuzha. The river is flowing
through both Palakkad and Thrissur districts. As part of the Sand Auditing,
cross sections are taken at 282 locations within the 28 km river stretch in
Gayathripuzha river with an average of interval of 99m. Alathur, Kavasseri,
Tharoor, Erimayur and Pazhayannur Panchayaths of Palakkad district,
Kondazhy and Thiruvilwamala Panchayaths of Thrissur district are the local
bodies located on either banks of the Gayathripuzha river.
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As per the Sand Audit Report, mineable sand is not available in all 7
Panchayaths. The Panchayath wise volume of total sand availablility and
mineable sand availability in Gayathripuzha river is provided in the table given
below.

Sand Auditing of Bharathapuzha river - Stretch- I covered 33km
from Parli Bridge to Vazhalippadam Checkdam  in Palakkad and Thrissur
districts. As part of the Sand Auditing, cross sections are taken at 114
locations within the 33km river stretch in Bharathapuzha river - Stretch - I with
an average of interval of 289.47m. Lakkidi Peroor, Mankara, Paral,
Peringottukurrissi and Vaniyamkulam Panchayaths and Ottapalam Muncipality
of Palakkad district and Panjal, Thiruvilwamala and Kodazhy Panchayaths of
Thrissur district are located on either banks of the river within the stretch.
