ORDER

As per the Government order read as lst paper above, Government
have introduced a scheme to provide employment assistance to the dependent
of Government Servants who die in harness. The intention or the schemes
was to provide expeditious relief to the immediate family of the deceased
Government Servants, who will suffer in the absence of such a relief. Several
relaxations and restrictions have taken place over the past 29 years to the
scheme and rules. This scheme was liberalised last as per G.O. read as

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2nd paper above. While disposing OP No. 10287 of 1995, the Hon'ble
High Court has observed that the provisions contained in
G.O. (P) No. 7/95/P&ARD dated 30-3-1993 regulating the scheme contravene the
instructions issued by the Hon'ble Supreme Court of india in two of their
judgments. and directed the Government to revise the scheme adhering to the
rules enunciated by the Supreme Court.

2. Government have considered in detail all the relevant aspects and are
now pleased to issue the following orders, in supersession of all the existing
orders, to regulate the apporntment under the compassionate employment

scheme.

Date of effect

3. Applications received on or afier the date of issue of this order shall be
disposed of in accordance with these orders. Pending applications as on the
date of this order shall be dealt with as per the earlier orders.

Eligibiliry

4. Applications from dependents of Government Servants who die in
harness will be considered for employment assistance under the scheme.
‘Government Servants’ shall include contingent and work establishment
personnel, part-time emplioyees. N.M.R. Workers. Scasonal employees under
various Government Departments, Permaneni Labourers of the Agriculture
Department and Panchayat employees,

5. Dependents of the employees of the Municipalities and Corporations
who die in harness will also be eligible for employment assistance on the pattern
of this scheme. However, their appointment shall be confined to the
Municipalities and Corporations only.

6. Dependents of Government Servants missing while in service, if
it is not proved otherwise as laid down in section 108 of the Indian Evidence
Act, will be eligible for employment assistance under the scheme treating that
the incumbent had died while in service.

. 7. Dependents of Government Servants who die in harness irrespective of
the circumstances of the death (including suicide) will be eligible for employment
assistance under the scheme.

8. Dependents of Government Servants who have availed themselves of

invalid pension and in whose case death takes place before the normal date of
superannuoation shall also te eligible for employment assistance under

the scheme.
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9. The scheme is not applicable to the employees of private coileges.

10. (a) Employment assistance under the scheme shall not be available to
the dependents of Government Servants who are allowed to continue in service
beyond superannuation either by extension of service or by reemployment and in
whose case the death takes place after the normal date of retirement or
superannuation.

{b) The dependents of the teaching staff of all educational institutions
(inciuding Principals of Colleges) who on completion of the age of 55 years
during the course of an academic year continue in service. under Rule 60 (c)
Kerala Service Rules. Part I. till the last day of the month in which the academic
year ends and who die during the period of such continuance will be eligible for
the employment assistance under the scheme.

11. Dependents of Government Servants who have retired voluntarily and
in whose case death takes place before the normal date of superannuation shall
not be eligible for the employment assistance under the scheme.

Family Income

12. The maximum income of the family of the deceased Government
Servant should not exceed Rs. 1,50,000 (Rupees One lakh and fifty thousand
only} per annum to make a dependent eligible for the Compassionate
Employment and this limit will be revised from time to time.

I3. Family income to be reckoned is the actual income available to all
members of the family from all sources other than family pension. Income
from the properties of the members of the family should also be reckoned.
Income of the married sons and daughters and other members of the family
living separately shall not be reckoned for calculating the Family income.
In case of disputes on income, the case shall be referred 10 the concerned
District Collector and the income reported by the Collector shall be accepted as
the actual income. When salary based income is calculated the pay including all
allowances except Travelling Allowance shall be reckoned for the purpose. For
this purpose, necessary amendments in the guidelines in G. O. (Ms.) No. 192/85/
RD, dated 23-3-1985 will be issued, separately,

Dependents

14. (a) Only one dependent will be given empioyment assistance under
the scheme in the event of the death of 2 Government Servant. Employment
assistance shall be given to the widowswidower, son, daughter-in the said order
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of priority. Son and daughter shall include adopted son and adopted_daughtcr
respectively and will rank after son/daughter. No other dependent shall be

eligible or given appointment under the scheme.

(b) Whenever there is a dispute between the claim of two dependents
the person recommended by the widow/widower of the deceased Government
Servant will be preferred:

(¢) In the case of dependents other than widow/widower, the consent
of the widow/widower shall invariably be obtained.

Minimum Service

15. There shall be no minimum service restriction. Dependents of
those Government Servants who are regularly appointed and employed in
Government service shall be eligible for the benefit of the scheme irrespective
of the length of service.

Category of appointment

16. Appointment under the scheme will be limited to Class III and Class IV
posts in the Subordinate Service, Last Grade Service and in Part-time Contingent
Service t¢ which direct recruitment is one of the methods of appointment. In the
case of posts for which different methods of appointment are prescribed, the
appointment under the scheme shall be set off against the quota earmarked for

direct recruitment.
Qualification for posts

17. The qualification prescribed for direct recruitment to the post will apply.
No relaxation in the qualifications will be allowed under the scheme.

Age limit

18. In the case of appointment to widow/widower and in the case of
appointment to Part-time contingent posts, there shall be no upper age
restriction 1.e., applicants sha!l be given appointment up to the age of retirement.
In all other cases the upper age limit prescribed for direct recruitment to the post
shall apply.

Time limit for preferring application

19. The time limit for preferring applications under the scheme will be
2 years from the date of death of Government Servants. In the case of minor,
the period will be within 3 years after attaining majority.



Procedure for appointment

20. Applications for appointment from dependents of Government Servants
who die-in-harness will be entertained only in the prescribed formn given in
Appendix ‘A’ with a court fee stamp of Rs. 2 affixed therzon. The applications
shall be submitted in the office where the Government Servants had last worked.
Legal heirship certificate issued by the Tahsildar concerned, income certificate
and death certificate should invariably be enclosed with the application. An
applicant under the Compassionate Employment Scheme will be permitted to
indicate the order of priority of the posts applied for. To the extent possibie this
order of priority will be accepted. However, if this is not possible the applicant
will be appointed to any available vacancy in any of the subordinate services.

21. A checklist as in Appendix ‘B’ will be adopted by Heads of
Departments/District Collectors for nlaking reports to Government on the
application for employment under the scheme.

22, Verification of character and other formalities to be followed in the case
of direct recruitment shall be foliowed in the case of appointment under this
scheme also. ‘

23. (a) Proposals for appointments under the scheme 1o be made in the
departments other than those in Secretariat will be processed and orders issued
by the concerned Administrative Department in the Secretariat. The
Administrative Department will issue only an order sanctioning the appointment
of the candidate and the formal appointment order wiil be issued by the
concerned Appointing Authority.

{(b) In respect of appointments to be made in the Administrative
Secretariat, Finance Department and Law Department, the proposals will be
processed by the concermed Administrative Department of the Secretariat bus
the final orders will be issued by the Administrative Secretariat, Finance
Department and the Law Department as the case may be. In such cases
sanction for the appointment need not be issued, instead formal appeintment

order itself may be issned.
General

24, Candidate appointed under the scheme should produce an attested
copy of photograph at the time of joining duty.

25. Appointment once offered and lhe_ post once applied for shall be
allowed to be changed if the request for change is made within the tme limit

prescribed in para 19 above.
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26. Applicant will have the right to withdraw his‘her application at any time
within the time limit before the job is accepted. so as to enable another
dependent of the family to make hisher application for employment assistance.

27. The appeintment given under the scheme will be cancelled if and when it is
found that there was ntisrepresentation or suppression of material facts on the part of
the applicant while submitting application.

28. Candidates appointed under the scheme will have the option to choose
any district for appointment and in case they are appointed in a district other
than the district of option. they will be transferred to the district of option at the
earliest opportunity without loss of sentority.

29. The five year rule prescribed for inter-district transfer of district-wise
recruits will be made applicable to persons appointed under this scheme only
after the candidate is posted to the district of his choice.

30. Appointment of dependents in general category posts such as Lower
Division Clerk, Lower Division Typist, Peon etc., will be made in the concerned
Department itself against an existing or ansing vacancy.

31. If vacancies of Lower Division Clerk is not avatlable and the applicant is
qualified for appointment as Lower Division Typist, he will be appointed as Typist-
Clerk against an existing vacancy of Lower Division Typist and given category
change as Lower Division Clerk without loss of seniority, based on his option, adopting
the general pattern regarding category change in the case of appointments under the
Compassionate Employment Scheme also, i.e., the Typist-Clerk appointed under
Compassionate Employment Scheme will remain as Typist-Clerk for a period of five
years before category change 1s allowed.

32. If a vacancy of Peon is not available in the Department to
accommodare a dependent and if there is vacancy and the applicant is willing,
he wili be appointed in part-time contingent post. Such persons will be allowed
change of appointment as Peon prospectively at the ealiest opportunity.

33. If none of the alternatives mentioned in paras 30. 31 or 32 above is
possible for want of vacancies, such cases shall be referred to the General
Administration {C. E. Cell) Department for allotment of vacancies.

34. For allotment of vacancies under para 33 above, 5% vacancies in the
categories of Lower Division Clerk, Lower Division Typist and Peon arising every
year will be reported by all Heads of Departments/Appointing Authorities to the
General Administration (C. E. Cell) Department.
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35. 5% vacancies of Assistant Grade II including Legal Assistant Grade 11
in the Secretariat (Administrative Secretariat), Finance Department, Law
Department and office of the Advocate General, and 5% wvacancies of Auditor
Grade II in the Local Fund Audit Depariment will be reserved and reported to
the General Administration (C. E. Cell) Department for allotment of vacancies to
the candidates possessing gradvation and post graduation qualifications. The
dependents of Government Servants in Secretariat. Office of the Advocate
General and Local Fund Audit Departinent having the requisite qualification will
be appointed as Assistant Grade II/Legal Assistant Grade [1'Auditor Grade II in
an existing or arising vacancy in the concerned department and such
appointment shall not be set off against the 5% vacancies reserved and reported

to the Generai Administration (C. E. Cell) Department.

36. 5% vacancies of Village Extension Officer and Lady Village Extension
Officer in the Rural Development Department and 5% vacancies of Lower
Division Compiler in Bureau of Economics and Statistics Department will be
reserved and reported to the General Administration (C. E. Celly Department for
allotment under the scheme, to qualified dependents.

37. 10% vacancies of Police Constable, Excise Guard. Forest Guard and Jail
Warder will be reserved and reported to the General Administration (C. E. Cell)
Department for alloiment to qualified hands.

38. The dependents of Government Servants in any of the Departments of
Rural Development. Bureau of Economics and Statistics. Police, Excise. Forest
and Jail applying for the posts of Village Extension Officer'Lady Village Extension
Officer, Lower Division Compiler, Police Constable, Excise Guard. Forest Guard
and Jail Warder respectively will be appointed in the concerned Department in
existing or arising vacancies. provided they possess the requisite quezlifications,
without consulting the General Admintistration (C.E. Cell) Department. Such
appointment shall not be ser off against the vacancies reserved and reported to
the General Administration (C. E. Ceil) Department.

39. Employment assistance under the scheme will be given only on fuifilment of
the conditions stipulated in these orders. Appointment under the scheme shall be
given only to one eligible dependent of the Government Servant. In cases. where
appointment is in a Department other than the Department where the deceased
Government servant had worked and the vacancy is not one assigned by the General
Administration (C. E. Cell) Department, prior concurrence of the concerned
Administrative Department should be obtained before orders are issued.

40. Government will have the right to cancel the order sanctioning the
appointment of persons uider the compassionate employment scheme if after the
issue of the order it is seen on ¢xamination that the orders were issued erroneously.
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4). As the scheme is imtended to help the bereaved family of the deceased
Government servant, the application for employment assistance should be
processed al all stages and at all levels with a sense of urgency. Enquiry reports

" of the District Collectors should be finalised and submitted within six weeks, A
register m the pro forma in Appendix ‘C’ will be mamntained in the Collectorates

to watch the receipt and disposal of applications.

42. The details of applications received from the dependents of the
deceased employees and the details of appointment given will be entered in the
Service Book of the deceased employees and also in the establishment register
of the office in which the deceased employee last worked and the fact should
be attested by the Head of Office/Head of Department. Every Administrative
Department of the Secretariat shall also maintain register in the pro forma in
Appendix ‘D in which applications received for employment assistance under
the scheme shall be entered so that it will be easy to watch the progresq of
action and 10 fumish information on I.. A. questions.

43. The files relating to issue of sanction for appointments of Government
servants dying-in-harmiess should be closed as Manuscript {Ms.) series so as to

retain them permanently,

But the interpretation of the word *within the time’
creates ambiguity as the time limit is not specified in Para 26 of the Government
Order.

ORDER

As per the Government OQrder read as st paper above, Government have
issued the guidelines for appointment under the Compassionate Employment
Scheme. As per Para 34 to 36 of the said Government Order, 5% of the vacancies
of various posts are set apart and reported to General Administration
(Compassionate Employment Cell) Department for allotment to applicants
registered in the Cell. The applicants had to wait for several years to get
appointment through the CE Cell. In order to avoid the delay in getting
appointments under the scheme, Government have created 549 supernumerary
posts to clear the backlog in appointments under the scheme, as per the
Government Order read as 2nd paper above. It was clearly specified in the
Government Order that the supernumerary posts so created will be adjusted
against the regular turn of applicants, The supernumerary post created in this
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regard does not come under the purview of the supernumerary post envisaged
in Article 69 (c) of the Kerala Financial Code. However, the norms for fixing the
service conditions of incumbents so appointed against the supernumerary posts
were not detailed in the Government Order read as 2nd paper above,

In the above circumsiances, Government are pleased to fix the following
norms as the service conditions of supernumerary appointees under the
Compassionate Employment Scheme for strict compliance by the Heads of
Departments/Appointing authorities concerned.

(i} Verification of character and antecedents based on police verification
as envisaged in Rule 10(b) Part Il Kerala State and Subordinate Service Rules
shall be resorted to in the case of such supernumerary appeintees. After such
verification, orders shall be passed certifying their suitability for appointment in
Government service, by giving effect from their date of eniry in service in
Government. The said order shall only be an assessment of the Appointing
Authority/Head of the department as to their suitability for appointment in
Government service,

(11) Regularization of appointment shall be done based on the date of
occurrence of vacancies to which they are entitled as per the 5% quota
carmarked for compassionate appointment and till such regularization of
appointments. they will continue to be in the supernumerary posts.

(iti) Seniority of persons appointed in supernumerary post shall be
reckoned only from the date of effect of regularization of supernumerary
appointment, i.e., the date of occurrence of vacancies to which they are entitled
as per the percentage prescribed.

(iv) The probation of persons appointed in supernumerary posts will
commence from the date of occurrence of vacancies to which they are entitled
as per the quota earmarked for compassionate appeintment, i.e., from. their dates
of absorption to those regular vacancies.

(v} When the date of first effective advice of an incumbent appointed on
the advice of the Kerala Public Service Commission and regular turn of an
appointee in the supernumerary post as per the percentage prescribed comes up
on the same day. the KPSC recruitee shall be senior to the supernumerary
appointee while determining the question of seniority.

(vi) They shall be eligible for Leave Without Allowance by keeping in
abeyance the supernumerary post which they hold and on rejoining duty after
availing LWA, appointment can be piven to them by restoring the

supernumerary post.
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{vii) They shall be eligible for deputation by kecping in abeyance the
supernumerary post which they hold and on repatriation. they can be given
appointmen! by restoring the supernumerary post.
(viii) They shall be eligible for inter departmental:mutual transfer by

shifting the supernumerary post to the respective department to which they are
transferred with the mutual consent of the Appointing authorities.

(ix) The appointees against supernumerary posts shali not be eligible for
promotion to a regular vacancy or ratio promotion, Lill regularization. The
supernumerary post in a department shall not count for determining the cadre

strength for the purpose of ratio promotion.

{x) If any Head of the Department/Appointing Autherity has regularized
supernumerary appointees 1n excess of the stipulated percentage, the same shall
be cancelled and regularization of the incumbents shall be done only when the
regular turn of the appointee comes, as per the percentage prescribed.

{xi) General Administration (CE Cell) Department will monitor the allotment
of vacancies for regularization of appointees in the supemumerary posts ordered
under Compassionate Fmployment Scheme based on this order and the prevailing

The Government had created 549 posts supernumerarily in various
categories as per Government Order read as second paper above, with the
intention of clearing all applications for appointment under Compassionate
Employment Scheme pending with the General Admimstration (Compassionate
Employment Cell) Department. The Government had issued instructions vide
Government Order read as fourth paper above, clarifying the manner in which
service conditions of those appointed in supernumerary posts was to be
regularised. It had been made clear therein that the supernumerary hands were
be regularised against 5% wvacancies set apart in Para 34 and 35 of the

Government Order read as first paper above.
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2. It has now come to the notice of Government that many Appointing
Authorities are regularising those appointed in supemumerary posts in General
Categories such as Lower Division Clerk. Lower Division Typist etc. only against
5% of the vacancies that arise in that category in that Department
notwithstanding the fact that the relatives upon whose demise the dependent

got the employment too had worked in that Department.

3. The Government had also created an additional 356 posts supermumerarily
vide Government Order read as third paper above to accommodate all applicants
under Compassionate Employment Scheme pending in various Departments,

4, Even though cases are usually referred to General Administration
(Compassicnate Employment Cell) Department when there is a dearth of vacancies
in the Parent Department, the decision to creale supernumerary posts in the very
same Department itself has also made the situation more complex as the prospect
of arising of vacancies in these Departments may not be bright and such
appoiniees will have to wait for a long period, to be accommodated in a regular
vacancy. even if they were to be absorbed against all vacancies ansing in that
Depariment, Further many such supernumerary appointees are now requesting
for Inter District Transfer to other Departments as the same is provided for in
G. O. (Ms.) No. 22/14/P&ARD. dated 21-7-2014. Serveral Appointing Authorities
are not certain as to how regularisation of persons appointed against posts
created supernumerarily are to be effected and have sought guidance
of the Government.

5. ln the circumstances stated above and after having examined the
matter in detail. the Government are pleased to order that regularisation of
supernumerary hands appointed under Compassionate Employment Scheme 10
various posts in Government Departments vide Government Orders read as 2nd
and 3rd paper above and any other succeeding order shall be made in the

‘manner as detailed below:

be followed:

(i) The General Administration (Compassionate Empleyment Cell)

Appointing Authority in the Department to which he is attached shall inform the
same to the General Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell)
Department, which in turn shall offer him a regular vacancy in any of the
Departments that is reported to it and the persen shall then have no other
option but to accept the same. The seniority of the person in the new
Department shall be reckoned only with effect from his date of order of

appointment to that Department.

6. As it has been brought to the notice of Government that paras (vii) and
{viil} of Government Order read as 4th paper above are being misused to stake
undue claims the Government are also pleased to strike down the same.
However, if any of the candidaies have already availed the above benefits they
need not be disturbed for the time being, and if they are not regularised yet,
they may also be regularised in the same manner as prescribed above provided
that they shall be eligible for absorption on request in the Depantment to which
they have been so transferred only if no other candidate who was a dependam
of a person who died in harness while serving in the same Department, is

waiting for absorption or pusting, irrespective of the date of his valid application.

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2nd paper above. While disposing OP No. 10287 of 1995, the Hon'ble
High Court has observed that the provisions contained in
G.O. (P) No. 7/95/P&ARD dated 30-3-1993 regulating the scheme contravene the
instructions issued by the Hon'ble Supreme Court of india in two of their
judgments. and directed the Government to revise the scheme adhering to the
rules enunciated by the Supreme Court.

2. Government have considered in detail all the relevant aspects and are
now pleased to issue the following orders, in supersession of all the existing

‘Government Servants’ shall include contingent and work establishment
personnel, part-time emplioyees. N.M.R. Workers. Scasonal employees under
various Government Departments, Permaneni Labourers of the Agriculture
Department and Panchayat employees,

5. Dependents of the employees of the Municipalities and Corporations
who die in harness will also be eligible for employment assistance on the pattern
of this scheme. However, their appointment shall be confined to the
Municipalities and Corporations only.

6. Dependents of Government Servants missing while in service, if
it is not proved otherwise as laid down in section 108 of the Indian Evidence
Act, will be eligible for employment assistance under the scheme treating that
the incumbent had died while in service.

. 7. Dependents of Government Servants who die in harness irrespective of
the circumstances of the death (including suicide) will be eligible for employment
assistance under the scheme.

8. Dependents of Government Servants who have availed themselves of

invalid pension and in whose case death takes place before the normal date of
superannuoation shall also te eligible for employment assistance under

the scheme.
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9. The scheme is not applicable to the employees of private coileges.

10. (a) Employment assistance under the scheme shall not be available to
the dependents of Government Servants who are allowed to continue in service
beyond superannuation either by extension of service or by reemployment and in
whose case the death takes place after the normal date of retirement or
superannuation.

{b) The dependents of the teaching staff of all educational institutions
(inciuding Principals of Colleges) who on completion of the age of 55 years
during the course of an academic year continue in service. under Rule 60 (c)
Kerala Service Rules. Part I. till the last day of the month in which the academic
year ends and who die during the period of such continuance will be eligible for
the employment assistance under the scheme.

11. Dependents of Government Servants who have retired voluntarily and
in whose case death takes place before the normal date of superannuation shall
not be eligible for the employment assistance under the scheme.

Family Income

12. The maximum income of the family of the deceased Government
Servant should not exceed Rs. 1,50,000 (Rupees One lakh and fifty thousand
only} per annum to make a dependent eligible for the Compassionate
Employment and this limit will be revised from time to time.

I3. Family income to be reckoned is the actual income available to all
members of the family from all sources other than family pension. Income
from the properties of the members of the family should also be reckoned.
Income of the married sons and daughters and other members of the family
living separately shall not be reckoned for calculating the Family income.
In case of disputes on income, the case shall be referred 10 the concerned
District Collector and the income reported by the Collector shall be accepted as
the actual income. When salary based income is calculated the pay including all
allowances except Travelling Allowance shall be reckoned for the purpose. For
this purpose, necessary amendments in the guidelines in G. O. (Ms.) No. 192/85/
RD, dated 23-3-1985 will be issued, separately,

Dependents

14. (a) Only one dependent will be given empioyment assistance under
the scheme in the event of the death of 2 Government Servant. Employment
assistance shall be given to the widowswidower, son, daughter-in the said order
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of priority. Son and daughter shall include adopted son and adopted_daughtcr
respectively and will rank after son/daughter. No other dependent shall be

eligible or given appointment under the scheme.

(b) Whenever there is a dispute between the claim of two dependents
the person recommended by the widow/widower of the deceased Government
Servant will be preferred:

(¢) In the case of dependents other than widow/widower, the consent
of the widow/widower shall invariably be obtained.

Minimum Service

15. There shall be no minimum service restriction. Dependents of
those Government Servants who are regularly appointed and employed in
Government service shall be eligible for the benefit of the scheme irrespective
of the length of service.

Category of appointment

16. Appointment under the scheme will be limited to Class III and Class IV
posts in the Subordinate Service, Last Grade Service and in Part-time Contingent
Service t¢ which direct recruitment is one of the methods of appointment. In the
case of posts for which different methods of appointment are prescribed, the
appointment under the scheme shall be set off against the quota earmarked for

direct recruitment.
Qualification for posts

17. The qualification prescribed for direct recruitment to the post will apply.
No relaxation in the qualifications will be allowed under the scheme.

Age limit

18. In the case of appointment to widow/widower and in the case of
appointment to Part-time contingent posts, there shall be no upper age
restriction 1.e., applicants sha!l be given appointment up to the age of retirement.
In all other cases the upper age limit prescribed for direct recruitment to the post
shall apply.

Time limit for preferring application

19. The time limit for preferring applications under the scheme will be
2 years from the date of death of Government Servants. In the case of minor,
the period will be within 3 years after attaining majority.



Procedure for appointment

20. Applications for appointment from dependents of Government Servants
who die-in-harness will be entertained only in the prescribed formn given in
Appendix ‘A’ with a court fee stamp of Rs. 2 affixed therzon. The applications
shall be submitted in the office where the Government Servants had last worked.
Legal heirship certificate issued by the Tahsildar concerned, income certificate
and death certificate should invariably be enclosed with the application. An
applicant under the Compassionate Employment Scheme will be permitted to
indicate the order of priority of the posts applied for. To the extent possibie this
order of priority will be accepted. However, if this is not possible the applicant
will be appointed to any available vacancy in any of the subordinate services.

21. A checklist as in Appendix ‘B’ will be adopted by Heads of
Departments/District Collectors for nlaking reports to Government on the
application for employment under the scheme.

22, Verification of character and other formalities to be followed in the case
of direct recruitment shall be foliowed in the case of appointment under this
scheme also. ‘

23. (a) Proposals for appointments under the scheme 1o be made in the
departments other than those in Secretariat will be processed and orders issued
by the concerned Administrative Department in the Secretariat. The
Administrative Department will issue only an order sanctioning the appointment
of the candidate and the formal appointment order wiil be issued by the
concerned Appointing Authority.

{(b) In respect of appointments to be made in the Administrative
Secretariat, Finance Department and Law Department, the proposals will be
processed by the concermed Administrative Department of the Secretariat bus
the final orders will be issued by the Administrative Secretariat, Finance
Department and the Law Department as the case may be. In such cases
sanction for the appointment need not be issued, instead formal appeintment

order itself may be issned.
General

24, Candidate appointed under the scheme should produce an attested
copy of photograph at the time of joining duty.

25. Appointment once offered and lhe_ post once applied for shall be
allowed to be changed if the request for change is made within the tme limit

prescribed in para 19 above.
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26. Applicant will have the right to withdraw his‘her application at any time
within the time limit before the job is accepted. so as to enable another
dependent of the family to make hisher application for employment assistance.

27. The appeintment given under the scheme will be cancelled if and when it is
found that there was ntisrepresentation or suppression of material facts on the part of
the applicant while submitting application.

28. Candidates appointed under the scheme will have the option to choose
any district for appointment and in case they are appointed in a district other
than the district of option. they will be transferred to the district of option at the
earliest opportunity without loss of sentority.

29. The five year rule prescribed for inter-district transfer of district-wise
recruits will be made applicable to persons appointed under this scheme only
after the candidate is posted to the district of his choice.

30. Appointment of dependents in general category posts such as Lower
Division Clerk, Lower Division Typist, Peon etc., will be made in the concerned
Department itself against an existing or ansing vacancy.

31. If vacancies of Lower Division Clerk is not avatlable and the applicant is
qualified for appointment as Lower Division Typist, he will be appointed as Typist-
Clerk against an existing vacancy of Lower Division Typist and given category
change as Lower Division Clerk without loss of seniority, based on his option, adopting
the general pattern regarding category change in the case of appointments under the
Compassionate Employment Scheme also, i.e., the Typist-Clerk appointed under
Compassionate Employment Scheme will remain as Typist-Clerk for a period of five
years before category change 1s allowed.

32. If a vacancy of Peon is not available in the Department to
accommodare a dependent and if there is vacancy and the applicant is willing,
he wili be appointed in part-time contingent post. Such persons will be allowed
change of appointment as Peon prospectively at the ealiest opportunity.

33. If none of the alternatives mentioned in paras 30. 31 or 32 above is
possible for want of vacancies, such cases shall be referred to the General
Administration {C. E. Cell) Department for allotment of vacancies.

34. For allotment of vacancies under para 33 above, 5% vacancies in the
categories of Lower Division Clerk, Lower Division Typist and Peon arising every
year will be reported by all Heads of Departments/Appointing Authorities to the
General Administration (C. E. Cell) Department.
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35. 5% vacancies of Assistant Grade II including Legal Assistant Grade 11
in the Secretariat (Administrative Secretariat), Finance Department, Law
Department and office of the Advocate General, and 5% wvacancies of Auditor
Grade II in the Local Fund Audit Depariment will be reserved and reported to
the General Administration (C. E. Cell) Department for allotment of vacancies to
the candidates possessing gradvation and post graduation qualifications. The
dependents of Government Servants in Secretariat. Office of the Advocate
General and Local Fund Audit Departinent having the requisite qualification will
be appointed as Assistant Grade II/Legal Assistant Grade [1'Auditor Grade II in
an existing or arising vacancy in the concerned department and such
appointment shall not be set off against the 5% vacancies reserved and reported

to the Generai Administration (C. E. Cell) Department.

36. 5% vacancies of Village Extension Officer and Lady Village Extension
Officer in the Rural Development Department and 5% vacancies of Lower
Division Compiler in Bureau of Economics and Statistics Department will be
reserved and reported to the General Administration (C. E. Celly Department for
allotment under the scheme, to qualified dependents.

37. 10% vacancies of Police Constable, Excise Guard. Forest Guard and Jail
Warder will be reserved and reported to the General Administration (C. E. Cell)
Department for alloiment to qualified hands.

38. The dependents of Government Servants in any of the Departments of
Rural Development. Bureau of Economics and Statistics. Police, Excise. Forest
and Jail applying for the posts of Village Extension Officer'Lady Village Extension
Officer, Lower Division Compiler, Police Constable, Excise Guard. Forest Guard
and Jail Warder respectively will be appointed in the concerned Department in
existing or arising vacancies. provided they possess the requisite quezlifications,
without consulting the General Admintistration (C.E. Cell) Department. Such
appointment shall not be ser off against the vacancies reserved and reported to
the General Administration (C. E. Ceil) Department.

39. Employment assistance under the scheme will be given only on fuifilment of
the conditions stipulated in these orders. Appointment under the scheme shall be
given only to one eligible dependent of the Government Servant. In cases. where
appointment is in a Department other than the Department where the deceased
Government servant had worked and the vacancy is not one assigned by the General
Administration (C. E. Cell) Department, prior concurrence of the concerned
Administrative Department should be obtained before orders are issued.

40. Government will have the right to cancel the order sanctioning the
appointment of persons uider the compassionate employment scheme if after the
issue of the order it is seen on ¢xamination that the orders were issued erroneously.
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4). As the scheme is imtended to help the bereaved family of the deceased
Government servant, the application for employment assistance should be
processed al all stages and at all levels with a sense of urgency. Enquiry reports

" of the District Collectors should be finalised and submitted within six weeks, A
register m the pro forma in Appendix ‘C’ will be mamntained in the Collectorates

to watch the receipt and disposal of applications.

42. The details of applications received from the dependents of the
deceased employees and the details of appointment given will be entered in the
Service Book of the deceased employees and also in the establishment register
of the office in which the deceased employee last worked and the fact should
be attested by the Head of Office/Head of Department. Every Administrative
Department of the Secretariat shall also maintain register in the pro forma in
Appendix ‘D in which applications received for employment assistance under
the scheme shall be entered so that it will be easy to watch the progresq of
action and 10 fumish information on I.. A. questions.

43. The files relating to issue of sanction for appointments of Government
servants dying-in-harmiess should be closed as Manuscript {Ms.) series so as to

retain them permanently,

ORDER

As per the Government OQrder read as st paper above, Government have
issued the guidelines for appointment under the Compassionate Employment
Scheme. As per Para 34 to 36 of the said Government Order, 5% of the vacancies
of various posts are set apart and reported to General Administration
(Compassionate Employment Cell) Department for allotment to applicants
registered in the Cell. The applicants had to wait for several years to get
appointment through the CE Cell. In order to avoid the delay in getting
appointments under the scheme, Government have created 549 supernumerary
posts to clear the backlog in appointments under the scheme, as per the
Government Order read as 2nd paper above. It was clearly specified in the
Government Order that the supernumerary posts so created will be adjusted
against the regular turn of applicants, The supernumerary post created in this
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regard does not come under the purview of the supernumerary post envisaged
in Article 69 (c) of the Kerala Financial Code. However, the norms for fixing the
service conditions of incumbents so appointed against the supernumerary posts
were not detailed in the Government Order read as 2nd paper above,

In the above circumsiances, Government are pleased to fix the following
norms as the service conditions of supernumerary appointees under the
Compassionate Employment Scheme for strict compliance by the Heads of
Departments/Appointing authorities concerned.

(i} Verification of character and antecedents based on police verification
as envisaged in Rule 10(b) Part Il Kerala State and Subordinate Service Rules
shall be resorted to in the case of such supernumerary appeintees. After such
verification, orders shall be passed certifying their suitability for appointment in
Government service, by giving effect from their date of eniry in service in
Government. The said order shall only be an assessment of the Appointing
Authority/Head of the department as to their suitability for appointment in
Government service,

(11) Regularization of appointment shall be done based on the date of
occurrence of vacancies to which they are entitled as per the 5% quota
carmarked for compassionate appointment and till such regularization of
appointments. they will continue to be in the supernumerary posts.

(iti) Seniority of persons appointed in supernumerary post shall be
reckoned only from the date of effect of regularization of supernumerary
appointment, i.e., the date of occurrence of vacancies to which they are entitled
as per the percentage prescribed.

(iv) The probation of persons appointed in supernumerary posts will
commence from the date of occurrence of vacancies to which they are entitled
as per the quota earmarked for compassionate appeintment, i.e., from. their dates
of absorption to those regular vacancies.

(v} When the date of first effective advice of an incumbent appointed on
the advice of the Kerala Public Service Commission and regular turn of an
appointee in the supernumerary post as per the percentage prescribed comes up
on the same day. the KPSC recruitee shall be senior to the supernumerary
appointee while determining the question of seniority.

(vi) They shall be eligible for Leave Without Allowance by keeping in
abeyance the supernumerary post which they hold and on rejoining duty after
availing LWA, appointment can be piven to them by restoring the

supernumerary post.
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{vii) They shall be eligible for deputation by kecping in abeyance the
supernumerary post which they hold and on repatriation. they can be given
appointmen! by restoring the supernumerary post.
(viii) They shall be eligible for inter departmental:mutual transfer by

shifting the supernumerary post to the respective department to which they are
transferred with the mutual consent of the Appointing authorities.

(ix) The appointees against supernumerary posts shali not be eligible for
promotion to a regular vacancy or ratio promotion, Lill regularization. The
supernumerary post in a department shall not count for determining the cadre

strength for the purpose of ratio promotion.

{x) If any Head of the Department/Appointing Autherity has regularized
supernumerary appointees 1n excess of the stipulated percentage, the same shall
be cancelled and regularization of the incumbents shall be done only when the
regular turn of the appointee comes, as per the percentage prescribed.

{xi) General Administration (CE Cell) Department will monitor the allotment
of vacancies for regularization of appointees in the supemumerary posts ordered
under Compassionate Fmployment Scheme based on this order and the prevailing

instructions.

ORDER

The Government had created 549 posts supernumerarily in various
categories as per Government Order read as second paper above, with the
intention of clearing all applications for appointment under Compassionate
Employment Scheme pending with the General Admimstration (Compassionate
Employment Cell) Department. The Government had issued instructions vide
Government Order read as fourth paper above, clarifying the manner in which
service conditions of those appointed in supernumerary posts was to be
regularised. It had been made clear therein that the supernumerary hands were
be regularised against 5% wvacancies set apart in Para 34 and 35 of the

Government Order read as first paper above.
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2. It has now come to the notice of Government that many Appointing
Authorities are regularising those appointed in supemumerary posts in General
Categories such as Lower Division Clerk. Lower Division Typist etc. only against
5% of the vacancies that arise in that category in that Department
notwithstanding the fact that the relatives upon whose demise the dependent

got the employment too had worked in that Department.

3. The Government had also created an additional 356 posts supermumerarily
vide Government Order read as third paper above to accommodate all applicants
under Compassionate Employment Scheme pending in various Departments,

4, Even though cases are usually referred to General Administration
(Compassicnate Employment Cell) Department when there is a dearth of vacancies
in the Parent Department, the decision to creale supernumerary posts in the very
same Department itself has also made the situation more complex as the prospect
of arising of vacancies in these Departments may not be bright and such
appoiniees will have to wait for a long period, to be accommodated in a regular
vacancy. even if they were to be absorbed against all vacancies ansing in that
Depariment, Further many such supernumerary appointees are now requesting
for Inter District Transfer to other Departments as the same is provided for in
G. O. (Ms.) No. 22/14/P&ARD. dated 21-7-2014. Serveral Appointing Authorities
are not certain as to how regularisation of persons appointed against posts
created supernumerarily are to be effected and have sought guidance
of the Government.

5. ln the circumstances stated above and after having examined the
matter in detail. the Government are pleased to order that regularisation of
supernumerary hands appointed under Compassionate Employment Scheme 10
various posts in Government Departments vide Government Orders read as 2nd
and 3rd paper above and any other succeeding order shall be made in the

‘manner as detailed below:

(1) In the case of dependants of Government Servants who
died in harness while serving in other Departments, but were appointed to the
posts of Assistant in the Secretariat, in Advocate General's office and in the
posts of Auditor in Local Fund Audit Department created supernumerarily as per
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Government Order read as 2nd paper above and as per any other subscquent
orders, if any. their appointment may be regularised against 5% of vecancies that
occur in the respective cadre and are reported (o the General Administration
{Compassionate Employment Cell) Depariment as provided in para 38 of

Government Order read as 1st paper above,

(2) In the case of candidates appointed o supernum:rary posts
created in commeon calegories of posts such as Lower Division Clerk, Lower
Division Typist and Peon as per Government Order read as 2nd and 3rd paper

above and as per any olher succeeding orders, the following instructions are to

be followed:

(i) The General Administration (Compassionate Empleyment Cell)
Department shall prepare a seniority list of all such appointees based on the date
of valid application. In order to help that Department to do the same, all the
Appointing Authorities/Heads of Departments shall make available to that
Department forthwith a list of persons in the supernumerary posts who have

already been absorbed in the respective Department.

til) The Departments in which these supernumerary posts are
created shall keep a separate “priority list” of such appointees waiting for
absorption. All the candidates who were dependants of the deceased employees
of that Department shall be included in the said “priority list” as “top priority
group” based on the date of valid application. Candidates who are not
dependants of the deceased employees of the respective Departments shall be

included in the said list as the “second priority group™.

(iif) The General Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell)
Department shall assign the vacancies, that are reported to it from various
Departments, to candidates appointed on supernumerary posts hased on the
seniority list prepared by the General Administration (Compassionate Employment
Cell) Department. I a person included in the list prepared by the Compassionate
Employment Cell has already been absorbed in the Department in which the post
is created then his turn may be passed over to the next person in the list.
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{iv) On the other hand, if the vacancies arise in the Department
n which the supernumerary posts are created and the same are available for
regularisation of persons appointed thereto. the senior most person in the top
priority group in the list prepared by the Department shall be regularised in the
first vacancy and the person immediately below him shall be accommodated in
the second vacancy and so on. Only upon exhaustion of “top priority group”,
the persons in the “second priority group™ shall be considered for regularisation.

(v) As and when a person in a supernumerary post is absorbed
in a regular vacancy in the same Deﬁartment to which the supernumerary post 1s
attached. the Appointing Authority shall inform the same to the General
Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell) Department forthwith in order
10 enable that Department to delete the name of that candidate from the
seniority list of supemumerary hands available with that Department.

{vi) If one vacancy each is available simultaneously to regularise
a supernumerary hand, both in the Department to which he is attached and in
the General Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell) Department, the
candidate shall be absorbed in the Department to which he is attached.

(vily If upon receiving an offer of regularisation in any othet
Department from the General Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell)
Department, a person in a supernumerary post attached to a Department
expresses a desire in writing, in duplicate. to both the Departments to which he
is attached and also to General Administration {Compassionate Employment Cell)
Department, to be retained in the Department to which he is attached. he may
be allowed to remain so in the supernumerary post and his tum shall be passed
on to the next person in the list available with the General Administration
{Compassionate Employment Cell) Department. But, if he happens to remain in
the supernumerary post without being absorbed in the Department to which he
‘is attached by the end of six months from the date of offer of regu‘larisati(m
from the General Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell) Department. of
by the time all the persons in the seniority list prepared by the General
Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell) Department as specified i
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sub-para (ii) are offered regularisation at least once, whichever occurs later, the
Appointing Authority in the Department to which he is attached shall inform the
same to the General Administration (Compassionate Employment Cell)
Department, which in turn shall offer him a regular vacancy in any of the
Departments that is reported to it and the persen shall then have no other
option but to accept the same. The seniority of the person in the new
Department shall be reckoned only with effect from his date of order of

appointment to that Department.

6. As it has been brought to the notice of Government that paras (vii) and
{viil} of Government Order read as 4th paper above are being misused to stake
undue claims the Government are also pleased to strike down the same.
However, if any of the candidaies have already availed the above benefits they
need not be disturbed for the time being, and if they are not regularised yet,
they may also be regularised in the same manner as prescribed above provided
that they shall be eligible for absorption on request in the Depantment to which
they have been so transferred only if no other candidate who was a dependam
of a person who died in harness while serving in the same Department, is

waiting for absorption or pusting, irrespective of the date of his valid application.
