Adjournment Motion (Rule 50):

Shri Roji M. John and five other Members had given notice of an
adjournment motion to discuss the reluctance of the Government to take action,
including dismissal from service, against the accused police officers despite
numerous complaints and shocking evidences of police lock-up torture across the

State, including the custodial torture of Sujith, the Youth Congress President of
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-

Chowannur, by the Kunnamkulam Poiice, the video footage of which had come out
recently. As the Chiel' Minister expressed Iwillingness to discuss the rnotion: the
Speaker announced that the motion would be t.';](en up at 12.00 noon. The Speaker
pointed out that by admitting this notice of adjournment motion, 15% Kerala
Legislative Assembly nas set an all-time record of discussing 14 notices under Rule
50, whereas only 30 such discussions were held in total from the 1% Kerala
Legislative Assembly to the 14™ Kerala Legislative Assembly, which the chair

noted as a rare achievement.
Calling Attention;

1. Shri P. P. Chitharanjen called the attention of the Minister for
Finam;e to the necessity to exert pressure on the Central Government to
resclve the crisis reported to have arisen in the fisheries and agricultural
products processing, ftraditional Sectors such as coir, cashew and
handipom, and other production and marketing sectors in Kerala, due to
the imposing of an additional 50% import tariff on Indian products by

USA. The Minister for Finance made a statement in this regard.

2. Shri Sazeeshkumar Joseph called the attention of the Minister for
Revenue and Housing to the necessity to allocate pattah to eligible land
holders residing in puramboke lands coming under the purview of various
departments in the State. The Minister for Revenue and Housing made a

Shri K. N. Balagopal, Minister for Finance, introduced The Kerala General
Sales Tax {Amendment) Bill, 2024. The Minister then moved the mation that the
Bill be referred to the Subject Committee VIIT on Economic Affairs. The motion
was seconded. Shri Murali Perunelly moved 1A amendment to circalate the Bill
for eliciting public opinion and Shri T. J. Vinod moved 2B amendment to refer the
Bill to a Select Committee. After the reply by the Minister, the 1A amendment was
withdrawn by the leave of the House and the 2B amendment was declared lost,
Then the motion io refer the Bill to Subject Committee VIII was adopted, and the
Bill was referred to Subject Commirtee VIII.
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ii) The Kerala Societies Registration Bill, 2025:

Shri, Ramachandran Kadannappally, Minister for Registration, Museums' and
Archaeology, moved the motion that the provisions of Rule 69(5) of the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Kerala Legislative Assembly be
temporarily suspended, The motion was seconded, The Minister introduced The
Kerala Societies Registration Bill, 2025, and moved that the Bill be referred to
Subject Committee VIIT on Ecoilomic Affairs. Shri Kadakampally Surendran, a$
authorised by Shri Xavier Chittilappilly, moved 1A amendment to circulate the
Bill for eliciting public opinion, and Shri M. Rajagopalan moved 2B amendment
ta refer the Bill to a Select Committee and spoke.

Following
this, the Members belonging to the opposition parties made an uproar, shouted
slogans, and boycotted the proceedings of the house.)

The motion was declared lost.
Legislative Business (Continuation):

Introduction and further stages of The Kerala Societies Registration Bill,
2025:

Shri M. Rajagopalan spoke on his 2B amendment to refer the Bill to a Select
Committee, and Shri V. Sasi spoke in support of the amendrent. After the reply by
the Minister, the 1A and 2B amendments were withdrawn by the leave of the
House. The motion to refer the Bill to Subject Committee VIII was ther adopted,
and the Bill was referred to Subject Committee VIIL
