Adjournment Motion (Rule 50):

Shri P. C. Vishaunadh and five other Members had given notice of an
adjournment motion to discuss the matter reported to have arisen as Government
is inactive despite the exorbitant price hike of essential commodities in the state,
which has allegedly made Kerala the state experiencing the highest inflation in the
country. As the Minister for Food and Civil Supplies expressed willingness to
discuss the motion, the Speaker announced that the motion would be taken up for

consideration at 12.00 noon.

Calling Attention:

(1) Shri E. Chandrasekharan called the attention of the Minister for Higher
Education and Social Justice to the necessity to enhance the benefits
Provided by Aswasakiranam Project for individuals facﬁg Autism,
Cerebral Palsy, etc., and to start Training Centers with modern facilities
for them at least in Taluk Basis. The Minister made a statement in this

regard.
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(2) Shri P. Ubaidulla called the attention of the Minister for Welfare of
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Backward Classes to the
necessity to undertake enumeration regarding the representagtion of

backward communities and reserved categories of communitiés in the

state in the employment and education sectors. The Minister made a

statement in this regard.
