The Assembly met at 9.00 a.m. with Mr. Speaker in the Chair.
Questions:

Five Questions in the list of Questions posted for the day were answered
orally.

[At the commencement of Question Hour, the Leader of Opposition informed
the House that two of their members are continuing Satyagraha at the entrance of
the Assembly Hall in protest against the stance taken by the Government, and that
they would proceed with the protest while cooperating with the House proceedings.
Subsequently, the members belonging to the opposition raised slogans in the
House, staged a walkout and returned after a while.]

Adjournment Motion (Rule 50):

Smt. K. K. Rema and five other Members had given notice for moving an
adjournment motion regarding the concern reported to have arisen among the
general public regarding the law and order situation in the State due to the alleged
unauthorized granting of parole to the convicts sentenced to 20 years imprisonment
in the Payyannur steel bomb case and the alleged bribery by police officials to
grant parole to the accused in political murder cases. Speaker withheld consent to
the notice stating that the matter was neither of public importance nor of urgent nature.

(As a mark of protest against the denial of permission for the adjournment
motion, members belonging to the opposition raised slogans and attempted to
disrupt the proceedings of the House. The Chair proceeded to the next item of
business.)



Calling Attention:

(1) Shri K. Babu (Nenmara) called the attention of the Minister for Local
Self Governments, Excise and Parliamentary Affairs to the necessity to initiate
action against the Local Self Government Institutions which have not complied
with the Government order, that directed 60% reduction in the Building Permit Fee
enhanced by the Government order dated 10" April, 2023 and further instructed
that the excess amount collected should be refunded before 31* March, 2025. The
Minister for Local Self Governments, Excise and Parliamentary Affairs made a
statement thereto.

(The second calling attention in the List of Business was not presented as the
opposition party members continued to clamour.)

(The Leader of Opposition announced that the Members belonging to the
Opposition were boycotting the proceedings of the House in protest against the
denial of permission for the adjournment motion.
