Five Questions in the list of Questions posted for the day were answered

Calling Aftention;

(1) Shri Kadakampally Surendran called the attention of the Minister for
Transport to the problems reported to have faced by the freight transport
industry and workers in that sector and the necessity to take steps to

resolve them. The Minister for Transport made a staternent in this regard.

(2) Smt. K. K. Rema called the attention of the Minister for General
Education and Labour to the necessity to sanction High School
classes in Rotary School for Hearing Impaired, Vadakara, which is the
sole school in the Aided Sector for hearing impaired students of
Vadakara, Kuitiadi, Nadapuram and Quilandy Constituencies and to
ensure better facilities to the differently abled students in such schools.
For the Minister for General Education and Labour, the Minister for
Welfare of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, Backward Classes made

a statement in this regard.

statement. The statement was inconclusive and set aside for continuation of
discussion.

(iii) DRr. N. Jayaraj moved the motion for leave to introduce The Kerala
Study - Abroad Consuliants and Travel Agencies (Registration and Regulation)
Bill, 2024 given notice by him. Since the motion was opposed by the Minister
for Higher Education and Social Justice on behalf of the Chief Minister, the
mover was allowed to make a brief statement. The motion was withdrawn with the

leave of the House.

(iv) Shri Anoop Jacob moved the motion for leave o introduce The
Kerala Constitution of Sacred Groves Conservation Development Authority Bill,
2022 given notice by him. Since the motion was opposed by the Minister for
Forests and Wildlife, the mover was allowed to make a brief statement. The
