ORDER

The Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Planning &

Development), as per the letters read 15t, 2"d and 39 papers above and

the Managing Director, Kerala Forest Development Corporation, as per

the letter read as 4th paper above, have fumished the following
proposals, for granting Administrative Sanction after consideration of
the Departmental Working Group.

1. a) Nagaravanam & b) Vidyavanam;

2. Mission Forestry Club;

3. Procurement of Micro PC for various offices in Kerala Forest
Department;
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4. Revitalization of the existing old Cardamom Plantations by Kerala
Forest Development Corporation &
5. Developing Central Nursery, Chettikulam, as Model Nursery

2. Based on the decisions taken in the Departmental Working

Group, as per the minutes read as 5th paper above, Government have
examined the proposals, in detail, and are pleased to accord
Administrative Sanction, for the financial year 2020-2021, as detailed

below:-

1. Administrative Sanction is accorded to implement one pilot project
in each district under Nagaravanam and one pilot project in each
district under Vidyavanam by expending Rs.2,00,000/- (Rupees Two
Lakh only), under the Head of Account: '2406-01-800-55(01)-EP(P)’,
on each project at the district level, over a total period of four
years from 2020-2021 to 2023-2024. As it would take at least 3
years for the outcome of the pilots to be known, no fresh
Nagaravanam project would be sanctioned for the next three
financial years (viz. 2020-2021 to 2022-2023), unless under the

funding and guidelines of the new Central Government Scheme;

2. Administrative Sanction is accorded to conduct a feasibility study
for forming / revamping the Forestry Clubs using the best practices
of students / school clubs like Student Police Corps etc. An
amount of Rs.1,00,000/- (Rupees One lakh only), under the Head
of Account: '2406-01-800-55(01)-EP(P)' is earmarked by the
Departmental Working Group for this purpose;

3. Administrative Sanction is accorded to purchase 165 Desktop
Computers for various offices in Kerala Forest Department, subject
to the modification that Webcam with mic should also be

purchased, in the wake of the necessity of Video Conferencing
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consequent on COVID-19. The Forest Department should follow
tender procedures, as specified by the Stores Purchase Department
and other agencies concerned, for the purchase, and should confirm
that the specifications are such that adequate competition is
ensured from different companies/ brands (i.e. the specifications
should not be such that only one brand can possibly participate in
the tender). An amount of Rs.73,33,000/- (Rupees Seventy Three
lakh and Thirty Three Thousand only), under the Head of Account:
'2406-01-800-57-FMIS&GIS(Plan)’ is earmarked by the

Departmental Working Group for this purpose;

4. Administrative Sanction is accorded for the project 'Revitalization
of the existing old Cardamom Plantations by Kerala Forest
Development Corporation' for a total cost of Rs.2,15,78,800/-
(Rupees Two Crore Fifteen Lakh Seventy Eight Thousand and Eight
Hundred only) under the Head of Account: 4406-01-190-99 Plan

Kerala Forest Development Corporation- Investments'.
