Statutory Resolution

On February 12, 2025, Shri. K. N. Balagopal, Minister for Finance moved a
resolution urging the Central Government to make necessary amendments in the
Government Securities Act, 2006 to repeal the Public Debt Act, 1944.
Shri. N. Samsudheen moved amendment to the resolution. The Resolution was
adopted by the House unanimously without any amendments as stated below.

“ Securities created and issued by the Government for the purpose of raising
public debt or for any other purpose as may be notified by the Government in the
Official Gazette are transacted in the public market and to institutions under the
Public Debt Act, 1944. The Government Securities Act, 2006 (Central Act 38 of
2006) was passed by the Parliament as part of the Reserve Bank of India's
recommendation to the Central Government that a law was needed to make the
administration of securities issued by the Central or State Government and other
related matters more transparent. Although the said Act contains most of the
provisions of the Public Debt Act, 1944, as part of the repeal of obsolete laws,
repeal of the Public Debt Act, 1944 requires amendment of relevant sections of the
Government Securities Act, 2006 to protect securities issued or exchanged by the
Government in the public market under the Public Debt Act, 1944. As the matter is
included in the State List under the 7" Schedule of the Constitution of India, it is
necessary for the States to take a policy decision on the matter and pass a
Resolution in their respective State Legislatures under Article 252 of the
Constitution to enable the Central Government to repeal the Public Debt Act, 1944.
In this context, this House requests the Central Government under Article 252 of the

Constitution to take immediate action to amend the Government Securities Act, 2006.”

V. Financial Business
1. Budget for the financial year 2025-2026.

The Minister for Finance presented the Budget for the Financial Year
2025-2026 on 7-2-2025. The House devoted 2 hours and 59 minutes for transacting
Financial Business relating to the presentation of Budget for 2025-2026. The
general discussion on the Budget was held on three days, ie, 10th, 11th and 12th of
February 2025. Fifty two members (including Chief Minister and Ministers)
participated in the discussion. During this Session 7 days were allotted for the
discussion on Demands for Grants in the Budget for the Financial Year 2025-2026.

Out of 1880 cut motions received, 1221 of them were moved.

The Assembly devoted 45 hours and 12 minutes for transacting financial
business relating to the Budget for 2025-2026 (ie, from presentation to passing of
budget). The details are given in Appendix - X and Appendix - XI. The Kerala
Appropriation (No. 2) Bill, 2025 in respect of the Budget for the year 2025-2026
was introduced by the Minister for Finance on 24-3-2025. The Bill was taken up
for consideration and passed on the same day. The House devoted 3 hours

33 minutes for the business.
2. Supplementary Demands for Grants for the Financial Year 2024-2025.

The Statement of Final Batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants for the
Financial Year 2024-25 was laid on the Table on 7-2-2025 by the Minister for
Finance. The Final Batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants was passed on
13-2-2025 without discussion. The House devoted 14 minutes for the business.
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The Minister for Finance introduced 'The Kerala Appropriation Bill, 2025 in
respect of the Final Batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants for the financial
year 2024-2025 on 3-3-2025. The Bill was taken up for consideration and passed
on the same day. The House devoted 1 hour 13 minutes for the business.

Private Members' Business

As per the calendar of sittings of the Thirteenth Session of the Fifteenth
Kerala Legislative Assembly, 21 & 28™ of March 2025 were scheduled for
transacting Private Members' Business. But such Business was transacted in the
House only on 21* March 2025, ie, Private Members' Bills only as the Session was
cut short as stipulated by the Report of the Business Advisory Committee. During
the Session, the House devoted 85 minutes for Private Members' Business.

Private Members' Bills

The Business on Private Members' Bills was transacted on 21* March, 2025.
Motions for leave to introduce four Bills and the continuation of discussion on
Motions for leave to introduce three Bills were listed in the business for that day.
From the 4 motions for leave to introduce the bills came up before the House, Two
were set apart for continuing the discussion and 2 were withdrawn with the consent of
the House. Out of the 3 bills set apart for continuing discussion, all were reserved

for continuing discussion.

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APPENDIX - VII
SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

1) The Kerala Industrial Infrastructure Development (Amendment) Bill, 2024

In order to enable the effective implementation of the Ease of Doing Business
initiatives in the State, the Kerala Law Reforms Commission, in its 19™ Report
recommended certain amendments to the Kerala Industrial Infrastructure
Development Act, 1993 (3 of 1993). The Commission have recommended to
impose penalty instead of existing penal provisions. The Government considered
the recommendations and decided to make suitable amendments in the said Act.
In addition to that, the Government have also decided to empower the Kerala
Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation to take necessary actions on the
assets of the industrial unit for the realisation of outstanding dues to the
Corporation, if the competent authority has taken possession of the premises under
sub-section (5) of section 22. For the above purposes, the Government have
decided to make suitable amendments in the said Act.

2) The Kerala Sports (Amendment) Bill, 2024

The Government have decided to promote and organise e-sports competitions
with the objective of promoting legally recognised online sports games related to
sports with the aim of fulfilling diverse sports needs and expectations. The
Government considers that it is necessary to create awareness regarding physical
fitness and exercise among all sections of society by emphasising the aim 'Sports
for all'. With the aim of laying the foundation for a functional sports economy, the
Government have decided to bring about a participatory approach in matters such
as construction of sports infrastructure, manufacture and distribution of sports
equipments, and to invite investment from the private sector for the construction of
sports infrastructure and sports academies and for conducting sports tournaments.

On the basis of the Kerala Sports Policy, 2023 which was prepared in
conformity with the changes in the modern era and approved by the Government
vide G. O. (Ms.) No. 6/2023/S &YA dated 22-7-2023 of Sports and Youth Affairs
(A) Department, a six member committee was constituted vide G. O. (Rt.) No.
262/2023/S&YA dated 13-9-2023 of Sports and Youth Affairs (A) Department to
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submit a report by conducting a comprehensive study regarding periodical changes
to be made in the sports sector and various institutions. Based on the Kerala Sports
Policy, 2023 the committee considered various matters including suggestion
regarding amendments to be made in the Kerala Sports Act, 2000 and submitted a
report to the Government along with a draft Bill for amending the said Act. On
that basis Government have decided to make necessary amendments in the Kerala
Sports Act, 2000.

3) The Kerala State Elderly Commission Bill, 2025

For giving guidance to the Government in matters related to the welfare and
protection of the elderly and to enable their rehabilitation and to provide legal aid
whenever it is required, to prepare status statement of the elderly, and to undertake
necessary activities for using the skills of the elderly for utilizing it for the general
public, to inquire into and to recommend necessary remedial measures for the
implementation of the provisions of any law or orders relating to the protection of
the elderly, to co-ordinate various departments of the Government for ensuring
welfare and protection of elderly and for other matters, the Government have
decided to enact a law for constituting a Commission in the State called the Elderly
Commission.

As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session and as
the said proposal had to be given effect immediately, the Kerala State Elderly
Commission Ordinance, 2024 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the
19" day of December, 2024 and the same was published as Ordinance No.3 of
2024 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.4050 dated 21* December, 2024. The
Bill seeks to replace the Ordinance No.3 of 2024 by an Act of the State Legislature.

4) The University Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2025

The Government have constituted Higher Education Reforms Commission to
make recommendations on reforms in higher education sector and Kerala State
University Law Reforms Commission to make recommendations regarding
reforms to be made in University Laws. In the reports submitted by the said
Commissions to the Government, it was observed that nowadays the Universities
in the State have become merely degree giving institutions concentrating on
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conducting examinations, rather than becoming a system that transmits, generates
and interprets knowledge, and the Commissions proposed changes in the legal
framework of the Universities, so that Universities become focal points of
knowledge generation and transmission. On examination of the said reports, the
Government is satisfied that the recommendations made in matters such as
enhancing the role of Pro-Chancellor, vesting some powers with the Pro-Vice-
Chancellor, giving academic freedom to the teachers and students, restructuring
certain authorities, constituting new authorities, designating constituent colleges,
establishing research parks etc. are to be implemented. Hence as a part of the move
for revamping of Acts of Universities to make them suitable for the transformation
of State into a knowledge society with a compatible socio-economic structure, the
Government have decided to make necessary amendments in the Kerala University
Act, 1974 (17 of 1974), the Calicut University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975), the Mahatma
Gandhi University Act, 1985 (12 of 1985), the Sree Sankaracharya University of
Sanskrit Act, 1996 (5 of 1996) and the Kannur University Act, 1996 (22 of 1996).

5) The University Laws (Amendment) (No. 2) Bill, 2025

The Government have constituted Higher Education Reforms Commission to
make recommendations on reforms in higher education sector and Kerala State
University Law Reforms Commission to make recommendations regarding
reforms to be made in University Laws. In the reports submitted by the said
Commissions to the Government, it was observed that nowadays the Universities
in the State have become merely degree giving institutions concentrating on
conducting examinations, rather than becoming a system that transmits, generates
and interprets knowledge, and the Commissions proposed changes in the legal
framework of the Universities, so that Universities become focal points of
knowledge generation and transmission. On examination of the said reports, the
Government is convinced that the recommendations of the commissions made in
matters such as enhancing the role of Pro-Chancellor, vesting some powers with
the Pro-Vice-Chancellor, giving academic freedom to the teachers and students,
restructuring certain authorities, constituting new authorities, constituting
constituent colleges, establishing research parks etc. are to be implemented. Hence
as a part of the move for revamping of Acts of Universities to make them suitable
for the transformation of State into a knowledge society with a compatible socio-
economic structure, the Government have decided to make necessary amendments
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in the Cochin University of Science and Technology Act, 1986 (31 of 1986), the
Thunchath Ezhuthachan Malayala University Act, 2013 (24 of 2013) and the A.P.J.
Abdul Kalam Technological University Act, 2015 (17 of 2015).

6) The Kerala State Private Universities (Establishment and Regulation) Bill, 2025

Education is the process of gaining knowledge and skills. It encourages
innovation and creativity. The State must strive to attract private investment for
establishing new institutions, supporting existing institutions for creating new
infrastructure and supporting research projects. The involvement of private sector
in higher education is not only inevitable but essential for developing capacities,
enhancing access and lessening the burden on public exchequer for financing
higher education. The Private Universities help the transition of education to global
education. These institutions will be able to show excellence in moulding students
for a borderless world by adopting international standards in education. Though
the higher education sector needs to be developed to meet the rising demand for
higher education, the public investment is insufficient for the purpose. The
Commission for the Reforms in Higher Education systems which was constituted
to examine important aspects of the existing system of higher education in the
State, particularly keeping in view the larger objectives of transforming the State
into a knowledge society and developing a knowledge economy also recommended
for the establishment of Private Universities in the State.

Several State Governments have made legislation for establishing Private
Universities to provide quality education to the students and meet their educational
needs. As the number of students in the State opting foreign countries for higher
education are increasing, the Government felt that there is a need for reconstruction
of the entire system of higher education in the State. Hence the Government have
decided to bring a legislation providing for the establishment and regulation of
Private Universities in the State.

7) The Kerala Appropriation Bill, 2025

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India read with Article 205 thereof, to authorize payment and
appropriation of certain further sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of the
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State of Kerala required to meet the supplementary expenditure charged on the
Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made by the Legislative
Assembly for the expenditure of the Government of Kerala for the financial year
2024-2025.

8) The Kerala Finance Bill, 2025

The Bill seeks to amend the following enactments to give effect to the
financial proposal of the Government of Kerala for the financial year 2025-26 as
announced in part I'V of the Budget Speech 2025-26, namely:-

1.  The Kerala Court Fees and Suits Valuation Act, 1959 (10 of 1960);
2. The Kerala Land Tax Act, 1961 (13 of 1961);

3.  The Kerala General Sales Tax Act, 1963 (15 of 1963);

4.  The Kerala Motor Vehicles Taxation Act, 1976 (19 of 1976);

5.  The Kerala State Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 (20 of 2017);
6.  The Kerala Finance Act, 2024 (18 of 2024).

In addition to these amendments though Amnesty Schemes were introduced
in previous financial years for settling the arrears, a substantial amount is still
outstanding. In order to settle these arrears, the Government have decided to
introduce General Amnesty Scheme, 2025. In addition to that the Government
have also decided to introduce Flood Cess Amnesty, 2025 to settle any arrear
amount payable as Kerala Flood Cess under section 14 of the Kerala Finance Act,
2019, pertaining to the period from 1* August 2019 to 31* July 2021.

9) The Kerala Appropriation (No. 2) Bill, 2025

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, to provide for the appropriation out of the Consolidated Fund
of the State of Kerala of the moneys required to meet the expenditure charged on
the Consolidated Fund of the State and the grants made in advance by the
Legislative Assembly in respect of the estimated expenditure of the Government of
Kerala for the financial year 2025-2026.
