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APPENDIX-VIII

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

1. THE KERALA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION (ADDITIONAL
FUNCTIONS AS RESPECTS CERTAIN CORPORATIONS AND COMPANIES)
AMENDMENT BILL, 2024

It is the policy of the Government to conduct the appointments to
Government-owned enterprises through Public Service Commission. The
Government have decided to make the appointments of the Kerala Tailoring
Workers’ Welfare Fund Board, constituted under sub-section (1) of section 9 of
the Kerala Tailoring Workers” Welfare Fund Act, 1994, through Kerala Public
Service Commission. In order to include the aforesaid institution under the
purview of the Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as
respects certain Corporations and Companies) Act, 1970, it is necessary to bring

an amendment to the said Act.

2. THE KERALA VETERINARY AND ANIMAL SCIENCES UNIVERSITY
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2023

Sub-section (3) of section 44 of the Kerala Veterinary and Animal Sciences
University Act, 2010 (Act 3 of 2011) provides that the Management Council shall
submit a copy of the accounts and the report to the Government along with the
statement of action taken by the University on the audit report and the State
Government shall cause the same to be laid before the Legislative Assembly.
There is no existing provision in the said Act fixing any time limit for the
submission of the annual accounts and audit report by the University to the
Government. It is necessary to incorporate a provision in the Act fixing a time
limit for the University for the submission of annual accounts and audit report, to
the Government, viz, on or before the 1t day of March of the succeeding year.
For this purpose the Government have decided to amend the said provision of the
Kerala Veterinary and Animal Sciences University Act, 2010 (Act 3 of 2011).
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3. THE KERALA BOVINE BREEDING BILL, 2023

It is required to regulate breeding activities such as the production of bovine
semen, processing, storage, sale and distribution of semendoses and also breeding
activities such as artificial insemination, bovine breeding and allied activities in
the State of Kerala with an object of increasing the best variety of bovines and for
the matters connected therewith or incidential thereto. In order to achieve the said
aims and objectives, it is necessary to constitute the Bovine Breeding Regulatory
Authority. The Government have decided to bring a comprehensive legislation for

regulating bovine breeding and related activities and for matters connected thereto.

4. THE NON-RESIDENT KERALITES’ WELFARE (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2024

In order to provide for the constitution of a Welfare Fund to grant relief and
to ensure the welfare of and to pay pension and other benefits to the Non-Resident
Keralites and to promote companies or co-operative societies or societies or other
institutions of Non-Resident Keralites for their welfare, the State Legislature has
enacted a law called the Non-Resident Keralites’ Welfare Act, 2008. The
Subordinate Legislation Committee of the Kerala Legislative Assembly
(2021-2023) has scrutinized S.R.O. notifications 650/2019, 976/2019, 445/2020,
446/2020 and the Committee in its Ninth Report have suggested amendments in
the said notifications alongwith consequential amendments to the Non-Resident
Keralites’ Welfare Act, 2008. In order to carry out the recommendations of the
said Committee and for other matters, the Government considers it expedient to
bring amendment to the Non-Resident Keralites’ Welfare Act, 2008.

5. THE KERALA REPEALING AND SAVING BILL, 2024

The Kerala Law Reforms Commission appointed by the State Government
under the Chairmanship of Justice K. T. Thomas had submitted the 15" report,
and in the said report it was recommended to repeal certain Amendment Acts vide
the Kerala Repealing and Saving Bill, 2021. Amendment Acts are not necessary
to be retained in the Statute Book as separate Acts, since they became part of their
parent Acts. The Government have examined the matter and decided to repeal

such enactments.
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6. THE KERALA CLINICAL ESTABLISHMENTS (REGISTRATION AND
REGULATION) AMENDMENT BILL, 2024

The Subordinate Legislation Committee (2021-2023) of the Kerala
Legislative Assembly while scrutinizing the Kerala Clinical Establishments
(Registration and Regulation) Rules, 2018, issued by the State Government as
S.R.O. No. 929/2018 under the Kerala Clinical Establishments (Registration and
Regulation) Act, 2018 (Act 2 of 2018), providing for the registration and
regulation of clinical establishments with a view to prescribe standards of facilities
and services provided by them for the improvement of public health, had
suggested certain amendments in the said Act in its Eleventh Report. Apart from
these, the Government have decided to bring certain amendments in clauses (d)
and (e) of sub-section (1) of section 14 and in sections 15, 20 and 49 of the said
Act.

7. THE KERALA INDUSTRIAL SINGLE WINDOW CLEARANCE BOARDS
AND INDUSTRIAL TOWNSHIP AREA DEVELOPMENT (AMENDMENT)
BILL, 2024

The Kerala Industrial Single Window Clearance Boards and Industrial
Township Area Development Act, 1999 (Act 5 of 2000) provides for the speedy
issue of various licences, clearances and certificates including renewal thereof
required for setting up and for expansion, diversification and modernisation of
enterprises in the State of Kerala and for the constitution of Industrial Township
Area Development Authorities. The Government have decided to make
amendments by incorporating provision in sub-section (6) of section 5 of the said
Act for including Chief Executive Officer in the Industrial Area Board as a
mandatory special invitee in the case of private industrial park declared as
industrial area and also to incorporate certain other suitable amendments.

8. THE KERALA MICRO SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES AND
OTHER ENTERPRISES FACILITATION (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2024

The Kerala Micro Small and Medium Enterprises and Other Enterprises
Facilitation Act, 2019 (Act 16 of 2019) provides for the establishment and
operation of micro small and medium enterprises in the State and also for
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exempting the said enterprises from certain approvals and inspections required and
to grant approval to other enterprises in a time bound manner. The Government
have decided to amend the “acknowledgement certificate” in the said Act as
“certificate of in-principal approval” and to enhance the effect of the said
certificate for a period of three years and six months. The Government have
decided to amend the Kerala Micro Small and Medium Enterprises and Other
Enterprises Facilitation Act, 2019 (16 of 2019) suitably for the said purpose.

9. THE KERALA TAXATION LAWS (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2024

On the basis of the recommendations of the Goods and Services Tax
Council, the Central Government have made certain amendments in the Central
Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017, by Central Finance Act, 2024 ( Central Act 8
of 2024) and Central Finance (No.2) Act, 2024 (Central Act 15 of 2024).
Corresponding changes are to be made in the Kerala State Goods and Services
Tax Act, 2017 for the smooth implementation of the recommendations of the
Goods and Services Tax Council. In addition to this, for the implementation of
Amnesty scheme, 2024 announced through the Kerala Finance Act, 2024 (Act 18
of 2024), certain amendments were necessary in the said Act and in the Kerala
Finance Act, 2008 (21 of 2008). As the Legislative Assembly of the State of
Kerala is not in session and the above proposals have to be given effect
immediately, the Kerala Taxation Laws(Amendment) Ordinance, 2024 was
promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 27% day of September, 2024 and
same was published as Ordinance No.2 of 2024 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 3052 dated 27" September, 2024.
