Salicnt features of the Bills passed
THE KERALA LAND REFORMS (SECOND AMENDMENT) BIT L., 2004

As per the exisling provisions under the Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963
small holders or cuitivating tenants who came into possession of the lands
previously owned by excess land holders after 1st April 19454 are liable to be
evicted. These occupants purchased o otherwise acquired land for consideratiom
evidenced by registered documents or otherwise are under threat of cviction or
dispossession. It has been engaging the auendon of the Government for a pretty
long time 1o protect these small holders and cultivaling tenaots from eviction oc
dispossession and these occupants are now covercd by the Acts namely, the
Kerala Stay of Eviction Proceedings Act, 1998 (5 of 1998), the Kerala Stay of
Eviclion Proceedings Act, 1999 (20 of 1999) and the Kerala Stay of Eviction
Proceedings Act, 2001 (11 of 2001} the duration of which has been extended
from timo 1o Gime, the latest was upto 31st March 2004, There hax besn
persistent demands from the general public and otbet organisations to safcguatd
the interests of these occupants who have acquired lands involved in ceiling
cases on consideration evidenced by registercd docgments. The OGoveornment
have examined the issue in detail and decided thal those occupants of land,
involved in ceiling cases who have acquired their lands for valoabic
consideration and under threal of eviction of dispossession shall be protected
throngh appropriate legislation.

2. As per the proposed amendment these persims who possess lands not
cxcecding 4 hectares are considered as deemed tenants under section 7E. In
order to protect the rights of the deemed teoants secton Bdi4) is proposad o be
inserted validating the transfers [rum 1-4-1964 to the date of coming ino force
of the amendment and as per seclion 106(B) special provisions for issue of
certificates of titlc are also being introduced.

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THE KERATA STAY OF EVICTION PROCEEDINGS BILL, 2@

The period of operation of the Kerala Stay of Eviction Proceedings Act,
2001 (1t of 2001} which was intended to protect the small holders amd
cullivating lenants for a temporary pericd, who are under threat of eviction
from or deptiva! of ownership of the land purchased or otherwise acquired, for
vunsideration evidenced by registered documents or otherwise, expired on 31st
March, 2004, But, necessary amendments are to be made in the existing Kerala
Land Reforms Act 1o protect such small bolders and celtivating tenanis.

suizable amendments in the Act,

In W.P(CT) No 17731 of 2004 (I filed by the Associalion of Sree
Sunkaracharya Sanskrll UTniversity teachers and anather, the Hon'ble High Court
af Kcrala, on the basis of the submission made by the Government Pleader that
the (ravernment 1s seriously taking all necessary steps Jor bringing the
amendments to the Act, has held that if no amendment could be brought in
within three months, the Yice-Chancellor will he frec to take steps to make
appointments (o the post of Deans as per the then existing law by 1ssuing fresh
notfication, Morenver His Excellency the Chancellor has wotten twice 1o the
Chief Minister in this regard.
